  20th Sunday in Ordinary Time 

  

Dear Sisters and Brothers,  

 

 This week we have celebrated August 15th, and for many people it is the middle 

of the summer, and for our children and youth it is the close time to the end of vacation 

time. But in the spiritual life of the Church, it was the feast of the Assumption into 

Heaven of the Blessed Virgin Mary. She who is full of Grace, She who always did 

God’s will, She who is without sin, She who is blessed among women, She who’s 

Blessed fruit of her womb is Jesus, She who is a Mother of our Lord and Savior is      

celebrated as being taken into Heaven with her body and soul. 

  

 As we know, the Risen Christ is in heaven with his glorious body, so we believe that God gave that 

grace to the Blessed Mother, so that She who did not know sin, did not know corruption of her body either.  

 

 In the belief of the Church, She is the third person to experience it, after Prophet Elijah and Jesus.   

Elijah was taken up to heaven on the chariot of fire and did not experience the corruption of death. Jesus by 

rising from the dead lives now with his glorious body, and so the Blessed Mother was given that privilege. 

  

 For ourselves we too expect that gift of incorruptibility after the resurrection on the last day, but until 

than we have to wait in the corruption of the grave when our bodies are turned into ashes after death. What we 

want to consider is, that there are many Saints who’s bodies are incorrupt, preserving themselves not by      

human efforts, but by the grace of God. So it is with the body of the Blessed Mother who’s tomb does not    

exist, who’s relics either.  

 

 So if the bodies of Saints lie in the tombs corrupted or not, waiting for the resurrection on the Last 

Day, so the Blessed Mother has her glorious body already in heaven. For the rest of us it’s a promise to come 

true according to what Jesus revealed to us. 

  

 In the recent Sunday’s Gospel readings, Jesus is teaching us about the bread of life that will make us 

live forever in heaven. It is the gift of eternal life promised to those who believe in Him. Jesus revealed it to us 

in his death and resurrection, reassuring us in our struggles to comprehend and accept the darkness of death 

and grave.  

 

 With Jesus, death is only a gate of heaven and Jesus invites us to imitate Him in good life so that we 

would follow Him as well in good death. With Jesus we have nothing to lose and everything to win as He 

promises us eternal life with God.  

 

 What we believe to possess in the future, we believe the Blessed Mother possesses it already. We want 

to repeat with the disciples, Lord - give us this bread that we may never be hungry again, give us this bread 

that we may live forever. Amen.  

 

 Keep enjoying this great summer and be filled with confidence and love of God.

 The generosity of the parishioners of St. Anne 
Parish allows us to reach out to people in our Brent-
wood/Bay Shore neighborhood who struggle every day 
to make ends meet. Thank you to all who donate to our 
food pantry. During July 2018, we were happy to assist 

143 families, 37 seniors, 181 adults and 177 children. We also helped 17 new families. 
 

Here are some items our pantry needs this month: soup, Goya beans, cereal, jelly, juices, pasta, 
sauce, rice, toilet paper, tissues, paper towels, shampoo, conditioner, body wash, soap, deodor-
ant, toothpaste, shaving cream, disposable razors, diapers (size 4 & 5), baby wipes, feminine hy-
giene products, pet food and laundry detergent. 
 

We are requesting school supplies for the school year 2018-2019. The supply list is always very 
extensive: black and white composition notebooks, #2 Ticonderoga pencils, zippered pencil cases, 
pencil sharpeners with covers, pens, Crayola crayons, liquid glue, glue sticks, Fiscar scissors, 
highlighters, dry erase markers, thin washable markers, rulers, 3x5 ruled index cards, Post-its, 
1”and 2” binders, dividers with tabs (for binders), loose leaf paper, construction paper, 2-pocket 
folders (laminated or plastic), lunch bags and backpacks.
