2nd Sunday of Advent
My dear Brothers & Sisters,

Today is the Second Sunday of Advent, and it coincides with the
Feast of Immaculate Conception, the Patroness of the USA. But before
even the Blessed Mother revealed that name to St. Bernadette in France
in 1858, she appeared in Guadalupe. The appearance of Our Lady of
Guadalupe to the Aztec Indian, Juan Diego in December of 1531 generat-
ed the conversion of Mexico and Latin America to Catholicism. The
Blessed Virgin Mary became a part of Mexican life and a central figure to
the history of Mexico and Americas. Her appearance in the center of the
American continents has contributed to the Virgin of Guadalupe being
given the title, Mother of Americas, the Virgin of Guadalupe, or
La Morenita, as she is affectionately known to the Mexican people.

The Aztecs ruled most of Central America in 1500, and their Empire known as Mesoamerica extended from the Gulf of
Mexico to the Pacific Ocean and included the lands of Mexico, Guatemala, Belize, and portions of Honduras and El Salvador.
Montezuma the Younger, considered the earthly representative of the Sun God, Huitzilopochtli, became King of the Aztecs in 1503,
and ruled from the capital Tenochtitlan and its sister-city Tlatelolco, both situated on an island in Lake Texcoco, the site of modern
Mexico City. The inhabitants of the island were called the Mexica.

Montezuma demanded heavy tribute from the surrounding Indian tribes, and was poised to conquer the few remaining
regions of the dying Mayan civilization. Since the Mexica believed that the Gods required human blood to subsist, the priests
sacrificed thousands of living humans a year, generally captured Indians from surrounding tribes, in order to appease the frightful
deities. Two gods important to understanding the events of history were Quetzalcoatl, the feathered serpent, and Tonantzin, the
mother god. Quetzalcéatl was the god who founded the Aztec nation, but left when human sacrifice began, as he was opposed to
the terrible ritual; but he vowed to return one day to reclaim his throne and redeem the Aztecs in the year 1-Reed, which occurred
every 52 years in the Aztec time cycle. Tonantzin was depicted as a terrifying figure, with her head comprised of snakes and her
garment a mass of writhing serpents. Tonantzin was worshipped at a stone temple in Tepeyac, about five miles from the capital
Tenochtitlan.

Montezuma's sister, Princess Papantzin, lapsed in a coma in 1509. Upon her recovery, she related a dream that profound-
ly influenced the superstitious King. In her dream a luminous being with a black cross on his forehead led her to a shore with large
ships that would come to their shores to conquer the Aztecs and bring them the true God. It was only ten years later, in the year
1-Reed, a year when Quetzalcoatl could return, that the Conquistadors of Spain arrived on the shores of Mexico. The European
discovery of America by Christopher Columbus in 1492 led to the exploration and colonization of the entire Caribbean by the
Spaniards. The Conquistadors, who were in search of fortune, personal glory, and God.

The Spaniard Hernando Cortez landed on the Gulf shore of Mexico on Good Friday, April 22, 1519. According to one of his
men, Bernal Diaz del Castillo, who recorded the events of the expedition, Cortez arrived with 508 soldiers on eleven ships, 100
sailors, 16 horses, a few cannons, crossbows and other pieces of artillery. They named the landing site Veracruz, "The True Cross."
Their Chaplain, Father Bartolome de Olmedo, performed Mass on Easter Sunday. Cortez worked alongside his men to build a fort
and left a contingent to protect the new settlement. He then sent one ship back to Spain with a letter that detailed their discovery for
King Charles V. In an historic move to strengthen their resolve to conquer the land, Cortez burned his last ten ships in the harbor,
cutting off any avenue of retreat.

Three reasons have been given for the conquest of Mexico by this small but formidable force. The arrival of the Spanish
conquistadors with their metal breastplates, snorting horses, loud smoking guns, and vicious dogs proved a frightening spectacle to
the Indians. Cortez, through the Indian interpreter Dona Marina, cleverly won over outlying Indian tribes, such as the Tlaxcala's, who
resented the heavy tribute demanded by the Aztecs. In addition, the Aztecs and others had no immunity to smallpox brought to
American shores by the Europeans, and were decimated in a smallpox epidemic that began in 1520.

At daybreak, on Saturday, December 9, 1531, Juan Diego began his journey to Church. As he passed a hill named
Tepeyac, on which once stood a temple to the Aztec mother god Tonantzin, he heard songbirds burst into harmony. Music and
songbirds presaged something divine for the Aztec. The music stopped as suddenly as it had begun. A beautiful girl with tan
complexion and bathed in the golden beams of the sun called him by name in his native language, "Juan Diego!" The young woman
said:

"Dear little son, I love you. | want you to know who I am. | am the Virgin Mary, Mother of the one true God, of Him who
gives life. He is Lord and Creator of heaven and of earth. | desire that there be built a temple at this place where | want to
manifest Him, make him known, give Him to all people through my love,
my compassion, my help, and my protection.

I truly am your merciful Mother, your Mother and the Mother of all who dwell in
this land, and of all mankind, of all those who love me, of those who cry to me,
and of those who seek and place their trust in me. Here I shall listen to their
weeping and their sorrows. | shall take them all to my heart, and | shall cure their
many sufferings, afflictions, and sorrows. So run now to Tenochtitlan and tell the
Lord Bishop all that you have seen and heard."

de 1531 genero la conversion de México y América Latina al Catolicismo. La Santisima Virgen Maria se convirtio en parte de
la vida Mexicana y en una figura central de la historia de México y de las Américas. Su aparicién en el centro del continente ‘ -
de América ha contribuido a que a la Virgen de Guadalupe se le otorgue el titulo de Madre de América, la Virgen de Guada- : .

lupe o La Morenita, como es conocida carinosamente por el pueblo Mexicano.

Los Aztecas gobernaron la mayor parte de América Central en 1500, y su Imperio conocido como Mesoamérica
se extendi6 desde el Golfo de México hasta el Océano Pacifico e incluyo las tierras de México , Guatemala, Belice y partes de Honduras y El Salva-
dor. Montezuma el joven, considerado el representante terrenal del dio del sol Huitzilopochtli, se convirti6 Rey de los Aztecas en 1503, y goberné
desde la capital Tenochtitlan y su cuidad hermana Tlatelolco, ambas situadas en una isla en el Lago Texcoco, el sitio de la moderna Cuidad de
México. Los habitantes de la isla fueron llamados los Mexicas.

Montezuma exigié un gran tributo de las tribus indias cercana, y estaba listo para conquistar las pocas regiones restantes de la civilizacion
Maya en decadencia. Como los Mexicas creian que los dioses necesitaban sangre humana para subsistir, los sacerdotes sacrificaban a miles de
seres humanos al afios, generalmente capturaban indios de las tribus de los alrededores, para apaciguar a las temibles deidades.

Dos dioses importantes para comprender los acontecimientos de la historia fueron Quetzalcéatl, la serpiente emplumada, y Tonantzin, la madre dios.
Quetzalcoatl fue el dios que fundo la nacion azteca, pero se fue cuando comenzé el sacrificio humano, ya que se opuso al terrible ritual; pero juro
regresar algun dia para reclamar su trono y redimir a los aztecas en el afio 1-Reed, que ocurria cada 52 afios en el ciclo de tiempo azteca. Tonantzin
fue representada como una figura aterradora, con su cabeza compuesta de serpientes y su vestimenta una masa de serpientes retorciéndose.
Tonantzin fue adorado en un templo de piedra en Tepeyac, a unas cinco millas de la capital Tenochtitlan.

La hermana de Montezuma, la Princesa Papantzin, cayo en coma en 1509. Al recuperarse, conto un suefio que influyo profundamente en el supersti-
cioso rey. En su suefio, un ser luminoso con una cruz negra en la frente la condujo a una orilla con grandes barcos que llegarian a sus costas para
conquistar a los Aztecas y traerles al verdadero Dios. Solo diez afios después, en el afio 1-Reed, un afio en que Quetzalcdatl podia regresar, los
conquistadores de Espafia llegaron a las costas de México. El descubrimiento Europeo de America por Cristébal Colon en 1492 condujo a la explora-
cién y colonizacion de todo el Caribe por parte de los Espafioles. Los conquistadores, que buscaban fortuna, gloria personal y Dios.

El espafiol Hernan Cortes desembarco en la costa del Golfo de México el Viernes Santo, del 22 de Abril del 1519. Segun uno de sus hom-
bres, Bernal Diaz del Castillo, quien registro los eventos de la expedicion, Cortes llego con 508 soldados en once barcos, 100 marineros, 16 caballos,
algunos cafiones, ballestas y otras piezas de artilleria. Llamaron el lugar de desembarco Veracruz, “La cruz verdadera”. Su capellan, el padre
Bartolomé de Olmedo, realizo misa el Domingo de Pascua. Cortez trabajo junto a sus hombres para construir un fuerte y dejo un contingente para
proteger el nuevo asentamiento. Luego envié un barco de regreso a Espafia con una carta que detallaba su descubrimiento para el rey Carlos V. En
un movimiento historico para fortalecer su resolucion de conquistar la tierra, Cortez quemo sus ultimos diez barcos en el puerto, cortando cualquier
avenida de retirada. Las razones para la conquista de México han sido dadas por esta fuerza pequefa pero formidable. La llegada de los conquista-
dores espafoles con sus coraza de metal, resoplando caballos, fuertes pistolas humeantes, y los perros viciosos resultaron un espectaculo aterrador
para los Indios. Cortez, a través de la interprete india Dofia Marina, se gano habilmente a las tribus indias periféricas, como los Tlaxcaltecas, a quie-
nes les molestaba el gran tributo exigido por los Aztecas. Ademas, los Aztecas y otros no tenian inmunidad contra la viruela traida a las costas de
America por los Europeos, y fueron diezmados en una epidemia de viruela que comenzé en 1520.

Al amanecer, del Sabado 9 de Diciembre de 1531, Juan Diego comenz6 su viaje a la Iglesia. Cuando paso por una colina llamada
Tepeyac, en la que una vez estuvo un templo para el dios madre azteca Tonantzin, escucho a los pajaros cantarines en armonia. La musica y los
pajaros cantaban algo divino para los aztecas. La musica se detuvo de repente como habia comenzado. Una hermosa nifia de tez morena y bafiada
por los rayos dorados del sol lo llamo por sus nombre en su idioma nativo. “IJuan Diego!” La joven mujer dijo:

“Querido pequefio hijo, te amo. Quiero que sepas quien soy. Soy la Virgen Maria, Madre del Unico Dios verdadero, de Aquel que da vida. El es Sefior
y Creador del cielo y de la tierra. Deseo que se construyera un templo en este lugar donde quiero manifestarlo, darle a conocer, darselo a todas las
personas a través de mi amor, mi compasién, mi ayuda y mi proteccién. Realmente soy tu Madre misericordiosa, tu Madre y la Madre de todos los
que habitan en esta tierra, y de toda la humanidad, de todos los que me aman, de los que lloran y de los que buscan y depositan su confianza en mi.
Aqui escuchare sus llantos y sus penas. Los llevare a mi corazén y curare sus muchos sufrimientos, aflicciones y penas. Asi que corre ahora a Teno-
chtitlan y dile al Sefior Obispo todo lo que has visto y oido”.

EL TIEMPO DE ADVIENTO*

El tiempo de Adviento comienza cuatro domingos antes de Navidad. Dependiendo de cuando caiga Na-
vidad entre tres y cuatro semanas. Adviento es una palabra latina (“‘adventus ) que significa venida. Se
utilizaba sobre todo para hablar de la llegada solemne del emperador o de alguna personalidad impor-
tante. Y ahora, nosotros, la hacemos servir para celebrar la llegada de nuestro Sefior, Jesus. No es un
tiempo penitencial, como la Cuaresma, sino que es un tiempo de espera, de esperanza, de vivencia de
este Seflor que, igual que vino un dia en Belén, hace mas de dos mil afios, continua viniendo cada dia
entre nosotros, y vendra un dia plenamente, definitivamente, al final de los tiempos, para llevar a la ple-
nitud su Reino. Por eso decimos que en Adviento celebramos tres venidas del Sefior.

La primera venida historica de hace mas de dos mil afios. Durante el Adviento rememoramos el largo
camino del pueblo de Israel, las esperanzas y desesperanzas que vivid, la confianza, a menudo oscura,
de la llegada de un liberador. Escuchamos las palabras de los profetas, y hacemos nuestros los senti-
mientos de Maria y de José en la espera de su hijo Jesus. Y vivimos la alegria de creer que Dios mismo
se hace hombre como nosotros, para compartir nuestra vida y llevarnos hacia élI.

La segunda venida la venida constante, cotidiana, a nuestras vidas y a nuestro mundo. Jests viene con
su palabra, con su gracia. Y viene a través de nuestros hermanos y hermanas, sobre todo los pobres. Y
viene cuando nos reunimos para celebrar la Eucaristia. Este tiempo de Adviento nos invita a agradecer
esta presencia constante de Jesus, y, a la vez, a renovar nuestra vida de nuestro mundo para poder reci-
birlo. Las llamadas de Juan Bautista que escucharemos en este tiempo, las llamadas a prepararle el ca-
mino, han de calar verdaderamente en nuestros corazones.

Finalmente, la tercera venida es la venida definitiva, al final de los tiempos. El objetivo de nuestra his-
toria, de nuestro camino de hombres y mujeres en este mundo, y es el objetivo de la humanidad entera:
el Reino de Dios plenamente realizado, la vida nueva de Dios. Mientras tanto, nuestra actitud es la de
vigilar y esperar. Vigilar porque en aquel momento definitivo nos encuentre con las manos llenas de
obras de amor; y esperar con fe y confianza, convencidos de que su amor es mas fuerte que todo mal.
