| stays there permanently, it becomes normality as it is for those who
come to New York and see the beauty that we are surrounded with.

Los tiempos litargicos “fuertes” (Il)

5.De cara a la celebracién dominical de Eucaristia en los tiempos fuertes, hay algunos elementos a
tener en cuenta para que la asamblea los pueda vivir mejor. Uno de ellos es la ambientacion
general de la iglesia. El primer domingo de Adviento, por ejemplo, cualquier persona que entre en
la Iglesia ha de experimentar que comienza un tiempo diferente. Lo mismo se puede decir de la
Navidad, la Cuaresma, la Pascua. Esta “impresion de entrada” seguramente nos ayudara a vivir
aquel tiempo liturgico mas que muchas exhortaciones que se puedan hacer de palabra. Esta
ambientacién de la iglesia se consigue con elementos muy diversos, algunos especificos de cada
tiempo (propiamente litirgicos o bien de caracter popular: la corona de Adviento, el belén de Navi-
dad, resaltar una cruz en Cuaresma, el cirio pascual en la Pascua) y otros generales que en cada
tiempo convendria utilizar de manera diversa. Pero, en cualquier caso, lo importante es que, antes
de cada tiempo, el equipo responsable se detenga a pensar como ha de ser esta ambientacion.

6.La luz y las flores son unos elementos que ayudan mucho a crear la imagen de cada tiempo. Asi,
es necesario que por Pascua las encontremos en la iglesia, cuantas mas mejor, mientras que en
Cuaresma se deberian evitar las flores totalmente. Por Navidad también conviene acentuar estos
elementos festivos, mientras que, en Adviento, que es tiempo de preparacién (aunque no es tiem-
po penitencial como la Cuaresma), si hay flores conviene colocarlas con medida, dando un tono
austero. Estas diferencias ente los tiempos no son producto de leyes arbitrarias, sino que son una
buena ayuda pedagdgica. Y, en tanto que se pueda, seria necesario cuidarlas: por ejemplo, si al
celebrar una boda en Cuaresma se ponen flores, al finalizar la ceremonia se tendria que quitar las
flores para que las personas que vengan a misa encuentren un ambiente de austeridad cuaresmal
que les haga vivir mas intensamente este tiempo.

7.También ayudan otros elementos de ornamentacion, como los carteles con dibujos o frases, el
destacar la cruz o una imagen de la Virgen segun los tiempos o los dias, el colocar, por ejemplo,
por Cuaresma, unas fotos que nos recuerden que nos tenemos que convertir, u otros elementos
similares. Si se hacen cosas de este tipo con buen gusto, seran sin duda una buena ayuda.

8.También ayudara a la ambientacion el poner en el Ambén una tela con el color del tiempo, o incluso
(si queda bien con la estructura de la iglesia) colgar otros mas grandes en algun lugar adecuado.
