                     THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT 

 

 

 

 

Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 

     It is already halfway through Advent as we are at the 3rd Sunday. This Sunday, December 12, we are celebrating the 
apparitions of the Blessed Mother to Juan Diego at Guadalupe. At the age of 57, as he was going to attend religion          
classes, the Blessed Mother spoke to him, asking him to be her messenger to the Bishop. She wanted a church, where 

she could display her love for the people. It happened in 1531. 

      Blessed Mother cared for all people then, and she cares for all people today. Her image is miraculously preserved, 
after 500 years on display for all to see and to pray for her intercession. The Blessed Mother spoke of her tender love for 
every one of her children. Juan Diego was the humble messenger, that dedicated the rest of his life to the pilgrims, who 
came to visit with Blessed Mother, to help them grow in their faith and in the friendship with the Blessed Mother. He    

became a catechist, helping others to come closer to God. 

       In this time of Advent, we can compare the vocation of Saint Juan Diego, to the vocation of John the Baptist, who 
tried to bring everyone’s attention to Christ who was to come, and later he was happy to point Jesus to others, so that 
they could become personal friends with Jesus. They both had an exceptional humility considering themselves not     
worthy of the privilege to be so close to the Lord and to His Mother. It was a privilege, that neither of them took for   

granted. They humbly tried to make themselves useful to God and to others.  

      This usefulness or being of service, is as well the answer, that John the Baptist gives to people who came to him, 
asking what should they do as the sign of their repentance. John gives them simple answers, adequate to everyone’s 
state of life and their life situation. He told them to be good to others, to share with others what they have, and not to be 

self-seeking.  

      As a Pastor I don’t know everything, but if you come to me and ask what is it that you can do to help the parish, I will 
help you to find something that you can do for the community, for the parish, for others. We all want Jesus for ourselves, 

but how about bringing Him to others in need? There are many ways to serve. 

      Are you interested in serving or you would like others to serve you? To serve it is a privilege, and it is done by those 
who recognize that they are blessed, so they want to give back something to the Lord by serving others. It is a way to 
show gratitude for the love of God. In few words, to serve is the best form of waiting for the Lord to come, it is the best 

Advent preparation. 

     And if your love and service will be so great, that people will confuse you for Christ, as they did with Saint John the 
Baptist, then you will know that you are doing something right as John did, and you will simply say: no, I am not Christ, 

but Christ is in my heart and he can be in yours as well if you begin to serve. 

      I thank everyone who helped to celebrate the Paraguayan and Mexican feasts for the Blessed Mother under the titles 

of Caacupe and Guadalupe. It is always fun to share: faith, culture and traditions.

A los 57 años, cuando iba a asistir a clases de      

religión, La Santisima Madre le hablo y le pidió que fuera su mensajero con el Obispo. Quería 

una Iglesia, donde pudiera mostrar su amor por la gente. Ocurrió en 1531. 
 

    La Santisima Madre se preocupaba por todas las personas en ese entonces, y se preocupa por todas las personas hoy. Su 
imagen se conserva milagrosamente, después de 500 Años en exhibición para que todos la vean y oren por su                   

intercesión. La Santisima Madre hablo del tierno amor por cada uno de sus hijos. Juan Diego fue el humilde mensajero, 

que dedico el resto de su vida a los peregrinos, que venían a visitar a la Santisima Madre, para ayudarlos a crecer en su fe 
y en la amistad con la Santísima Virgen. Se convirtió en  catequista, ayudando a otros a acercarse a Dios. 

  
    En este tiempo de Adviento, podemos comparar la vocación de San Juan Diego, con la vocación de Juan el Bautista, 

quien trato de llamar la atención de todos sobre el Cristo que estaba por venir y luego se alegró de señalar a Jesus a los 

demás, para que ellos podrían  llegar a ser amigo personal de Jesus. Ambos tenían una humildad excepcional al no      
considerarse dignos del privilegio de estar tan cerca del Señor y de Su Madre. Fue un privilegio, que ambos no dieron por 

sentado. Se esforzaron humildemente por ser útiles a Dios y a los demás. 
 

    Esta utilidad o estar al servicio, es también la respuesta que Juan el Bautista da a las personas que se acercan a el para 

preguntar que deben hacer como señal de su arrepentimiento. Juan les da respuestas sencillas, adecuadas al estado de 
vida de cada uno y a su situación de vida. Les dijo que fueran buenos con los demás, que compartieran con los demás lo 

que tenían y que no se buscaran a si mismos. 
 

    Como Pastor no lo se todo, pero si vienes a mi y me preguntas que es lo que puedes hacer para ayudar a la parroquia, te 

ayudare a encontrar algo que puedas hacer por la comunidad, por la parroquia, por otros. Todos queremos a Jesus para 
nosotros, pero ¿Qué tal si lo llevamos a otros necesitados? Hay muchas formas de servir. 

 
    ¿Esta interesado en servir o le gustaría que otros le sirvieran? Servir es un privilegio, y lo hacen quienes reconocen que 

son bendecidos, por eso quieren devolver algo al Señor sirviendo a los demás. Es una forma de mostrar gratitud por el 

amor a Dios. En pocas palabras, servir es la mejor forma de esperar la venida del Señor, es la mejor preparación para el 
Adviento. 

  
    Y si su amor y servicio será tan grande, que la gente lo confundirá con Cristo, como lo hicieron con San Juan el Bautista, 

entonces sabrá que está haciendo algo bien como lo hizo Juan, y simplemente dirá: no, No soy Cristo, pero Cristo esta en 

mi corazón y también puede estar en el tuyo si comienzas a servir. 
 

    A todos los que ayudaron a celebrar las fiestas de la Santisima Virgen paraguaya y mexicana bajos los títulos de

TERCER  DOMINGO DE ADVIENTO 

  

 La liturgia del Tercer Domingo de Adviento está sembrada de llamadas a la 
alegría. 
 
              Por eso, en la tradición litúrgica de la Iglesia se ha conocido éste como 
el Domingo de "Gaudete!", según el mensaje de la carta a los Filipenses (4,4-5) 
que introduce la celebración y, asimismo, es el texto de la segunda lectura del 
día, diciéndonos que el Señor esta cerca. Ya no solamente se nos invita a 
prepararnos a la Navidad mediante un cambio de vida y de mentalidad; sino que 
se nos invita a prepararnos con “alegría” porque el Salvador está cerca. La   
liturgia es expresiva. 
 
         Este domingo Tercero de Adviento nos envuelve en el proceso de las    
condiciones de la verdadera alegría. El Adviento tiene mucha razón al proclamar 
este mensaje que es más necesario que nunca. Bajemos de todos los pedestales y 
de todas las petulancias para reconocer el valor de nuestros límites. En el fondo, 
es una cosa bien concreta: dejemos de vivir por encima de nuestras                     
posibilidades, porque así no es posible la verdadera alegría. 
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« Que devons-nous faire ? » 

 

 « Que devons-nous faire ? » demandent à Jean-Baptiste les gens qui le suivent. 
C’est la même question que posera un jour le jeune homme riche à Jésus : « Que 
dois-je faire pour avoir la vie éternelle ? » C’est la même question que nous 
nous posons lorsque nous nous demandons : C’est quoi être chrétien en l’an 
2021 ? » 

Aujourd'hui la Parole de Dieu nous présente, en plein Avent, le Saint Précurseur 
de Jésus-Christ : saint Jean-Baptiste. Comme le dit le début de la Lettre aux Hébreux (1,1), Dieu le Père a 
prévu de préparer à maintes reprises et sous maintes formes la venue, c'est-à-dire l'Avent, en notre chair de 
son Fils, né de la Vierge Marie. Les patriarches, les prophètes et les rois préparèrent son avènement.  

Jean-Baptiste commence par répondre rapidement à la question ; sa réponse est même un peu       
simpliste. Il dit aux collecteurs d’impôt de ne pas voler, de ne pas se « graisser » en demandant plus que ce 
qui est fixé par la loi ; aux soldats, de ne pas tuer et torturer les gens. Il demande à tous de partager nourriture 
et vêtements. Mais il donne sa vraie réponse quand il pointe Jésus en disant à la foule d’aller à celui-là dont il 
n’est pas digne de défaire la courroie de ses sandales. Jésus procède de la même manière avec le jeune 
homme riche. Il commence par lui dire : « Ne tue pas, ne vole pas, ne commets pas d’adultère, ne fais de tort 
à personne. » Mais quand le jeune homme lui dit : « Tout cela je l’ai observé depuis ma jeunesse », Jésus 
l’aima, rapporte l’évangéliste, et il lui dit : « Si tu veux être parfait, va, vends tout ce que tu as, donne-le aux 
pauvres. Viens et suis-moi. » Bien sûr que, chrétiens, nous avons à vivre une vie morale, honnête,                  
responsable devant Dieu et les hommes mais Jésus nous demande beaucoup plus que cela. Il nous demande 
de le suivre sur les routes de l’amour, sur des routes qui peuvent être in-
confortables. 

Écoutons aujourd'hui sa parole, qui nous exhorte au partage de nos 
biens et au respect de la justice et de la dignité de tous. Préparons-nous 
ainsi à recevoir Celui qui vient maintenant nous sauver et qui reviendra 
«juger les vivants et les morts».
