A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR — 29th Sunday Ordinary Time

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

This Sunday 's Gospel presents a powerful lesson on what it means to be great in the eyes of God. The request made
by James and John tosit at J esus right and left in His glory sparks a teaching moment for Jesus to redefine greatness,
not as worldly power or status, but as humble service. This message resonates deeply in our time, where ambition and

self-promotion often dominate our cultural values.

James and John approach Jesus with a bold request: "Grant that in your slory we may sit one at your right and the
other at your left." Their desire is not entirely misguided; they genuinely wish to be close to Jesus and to share in His
mission. [Towever, they still think in terms of worldly honor and prestige. Jesus, with patience, helps them—and us—

understand that the path to true greatness is different from what they imagine.

Jesus responds with a question: "Can you drink the cup that I drink or be baptized with the baptism with which [ am
baptized?" (Mark 10:38). The "cup” and 'baptism" He refers to symbolize His suffering and death, the ultimate act of
self-giving love. To follow Jesus means to share in His sacrificial love and to embrace the cross. This is not a call to

seek suffering for its own sake, but a reminder that true discipleship involves laying down our lives for others.

When the other disciples hear James and J ohn'’s request, they become indignant. Perhaps they feel that James and
John are trying to gain an unfair advantage or to assert superiority. In their reaction, we see the common human
tendency to compete for status and recognition. Jesus seizes this opportunity to teach a radically different vision:

"Whoever wishes to be great among you will be your servant; whoever wishes to be first among you will be the slave

of all"

This is the heart of the Christian message: greatness is found in service, not domination. The world often equates
success with power, wealth, and influence, but Jesus ﬂips this notion on its head. In God's kingdom, the greatest are
those who give of themselves for others, who love without counting the cost, and who serve without seeking reward.

Jesus Himself is the perfect example of this self-giving love, as He "did not come to be served but to serve and to give

his life as a ransom for mang“ (Mark 10:43~45).

As we reflect on this Gospel, we might ask ourselves: What does it mean for us to follow Jesus' example of service in
our daily lives? It doesn't always involve grand gestures; it often manifests in small acts of kindness, generosity, and
humility. It might mean putting others' needs before our own, listening patiently to someone in distress, or offering our
time and resources to help those in need. These are the moments when we drink from the "cup” Jesus spoke of, when

we participate in His loving sacrifice.

The message of today s Gospel is also a call for the Church to live as a community of servants. Our ministries,
liturgies, and outreach should all reflect the humility and selflessness of Chyrist. In this way, we bear witness to the
world that greatness is not about elevating ourselves, but about lifting others up. Let us, therefore, embrace the
challenge to serve with love, knowing that when we give of ourselves, we are truly following the path of our Lord.
May we find in Christ’s example the courage to drink the cup of sacrifice and the joy of sharing in His glory, which is
found not in power, but in humble service. May this message inspire us to live out our faith through acts of service and

love in our every clag lives.

MENSAJE DE NUESTRO PASTOR— 29th Domingo de Tiempo Ordinario

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas,

El E.vangelio de este Domingo nos ofrece una leccién poderosa sobre lo gue signi{ica ser grande alos ojos
de Dios.La peticién de Santiago y Juan de sentarse a la derecha y a la lzquierda de Jesus en su gloria nos
ensefia a redefinir la grandeza, no como poder o estatus mundano, sino como servicio humilde. Este mensaje
resuena profundamente en nuestro tiempo, donde la ambicion y la autopromocién a menudo dominan
nuestros valores culturales.

Santiago y Juan se acercan a Jesus con una peticién audaz: “Concedenos gue en tu gloria nos sentemos
uno a tu derecha y el otroa tu izquiercla”. Su deseo no es del todo equivocado; ellos realmente desean estar
cerca de Jesus y compartir su mision. Sin embargo, todavia piensan en términos de honor y prestigio
mundanos. Jesus, con paciencia, los ay uda a ellos-- y a nosotros—a entender gue el camino hacia la
verdadera 8rancleza es diferente delo gue imagina. Jesus responcle con una pregunta: 6 Podeis beber el
caliz gue yo bebo o ser bautizados con el bautismo con que yo soy bautizado?” El “caliz” yel “bautismo” a los
gue se refiere simbolizan su sufrimiento y muerte, el Acto supremo de amor a]onegaclo. Seguir aJesus
signi{ica compartir su amor sacrificial y abrazar la cruz. No es un llamado a buscar el sufrimiento Jpor el
sufrimiento mismo, sino un recordatorio de qgue el verdadero discipulaclo implica entregar la vida por los
demas.

Cuando los otros discipulos escuchan la peticién de Santiago y Juan, se indignan. Tal vez sienten que
Santiago y Juan estan tratando de obtener una ventaja injusta o afirmar su superioridad. En su reaccién,
vemos la tendencia humana comiin a competir por estatus y reconocimiento. Jesus aprovecha esta
oportunidad para ensefiar una visién radicalmente diferente: “El gue guiera ser grande entre ustedes serd
su servidor, el que quiera ser el primero entre ustedes sera esclavo de todos .

Este es el corazén del mensaje cristiano: la 8randeza se encuentra en el servicio, no en la dominacién. El
mundo a menudo equipara el éxito con el poder, la rigueza y la influencia, pero Jesusle dala vuelta a esta
nocion. En el reino de Dios, los mas 8randes son aquellos gue se dan a si mismos por los demas, gue aman sin
contar el costo y que 31rven sm buscar recompensa. Jesus mismo es el ejemplo perfecto de este amor que se
entrega a si mismo, ya que 'no vino para ser servido, sino para servir y dar su vida en rescate por muchos .

Al reflexionar sobre este Evangelio, podemos preguntarnos: 6Que mgmﬁca para nosotros seguir el
ejemplo de servicio de Jesus en nuestra vida diaria? No siempre implica 8randes gestos; a menudo se
manifiesta en peqguero actos de bondad, 8enerosic1ad y humildad. Puede signi{icar poner las necesidades
de los demas antes que las nuestras, escuchar pacientemente a alguien en apuros u ofrecer nuestro tiempo y
recursos para ayudar a los necesitados. Estos son los momentos en los gue bebemos de la “copa" dela que
hablo Jesus, cuando participamos en su sacrificio amoroso.

El mensaje del Evangelio de hoy es también un llamado a la Iglesia a vivir como una comunidad de
servidores. Nuestros ministerios, liturgias y actividades de divulgacién deben reflejar la humildad y el
altruismo de Cristo. De esta manera, damos testimonio al mundo de que la grandeza no consiste en
elevarnos a nosotros mismos, sino en elevar a los demas. Porlo tanto, aceptemos el desafio de servir con amor,
sabiendo que cuando nos entregamos, estamos realmente siguiendo el camino de nuestro Sefior. Que
encontremos en el ejemplo de Cristo el coraje para beber la copa del sacrificio y la alegria de compartir su
8loria, gue no se encuentra en el poder, sino en el servicio humilde. Que este mensaje nos inspire a vivir
nuestra fe a través de actos de servicio y amor en nuestra vida diaria.

La Imitacion de Cristo: Cristo mismo es nuestro modelo de servicio. El vino no para ser servido, sino para servir
y dar su vida por muchos. A través de su ejemplo, somos invitados a vivir una vida de entrega y generosidad.
Preguntémonos: ¢ Cémo podemos, en nuestra vida diaria, imitar a Jesus y servir a los deméas?

Al reflexionar sobre este pasaje, recordemos que el verdadero camino hacia la grandeza en el reino de Dios es
el servicio desinteresado. En nuestras interacciones diarias, ya sea en la familia, en el trabajo o en la
comunidad, busquemos oportunidades para servir y apoyar a quienes nos rodean. Que el ejemplo de Cristo nos
inspire a vivir con un corazon abierto y dispuesto a ayudar.

Que el Sefior nos ayude a vivir con humildad y a encontrar alegria en el servicio a los demas.

«Les grands font sentir leur pouvoir»

Le Seigneur nous présente une image réaliste de I'autorité dans le monde de tous les
temps.

Dans I'Eglise du Christ, il faut renoncer totalement & la carriére, aux titres, aux places
honorifiques! Un seul principe : le service humble et fraternel. Pour qualifier la responsabilité
de ceux qui jouent un réle particulier au sein de la communauté chrétienne, on emploie le
terme «ministére», mot qui signifie «service» en latin! Il n'y a pas de «chefs» au sens du
monde, dans I'Eglise du Christ. Il n’y a que des «ministres», des «serviteurs».

C’est pourquoi le Christ recommandait d’abolir tous les titres mirobolants.

Le soir du Jeudi Saint, «Jésus se leve de table, dépose ses vétements et prenant un
tablier, il s’en ceignit» pour laver les pieds de ses disciples. (Jean 13, 4) Le Christ exclut
catégoriquement, dans la communauté chrétienne, le modéle de pouvoir exercé dans le
monde : «Celui qui veut devenir grand sera votre serviteur. Celui qui veut étre le premier
sera I'esclave de tous.»

Chez les chrétiens, la loi du service n’est pas seulement une loi parmi d’autres, c’est la
«Constitution de I'Eglise» : chacun doit étre le serviteur de tous! Ce qui compte, ce n’est pas
'avancement, la carriére, les titres, les décorations, les places d’honneur! Un seul principe :
le service.

Le Christ disait : «Le Fils de 'Homme n’est pas venu pour étre servi mais pour servir».
C’est sans doute I'une des phrases les plus importantes de I'évangile. Selon Jésus, le
christianisme doit devenir une industrie de services ou il n'y a jamais de chémage. Il y a du
travail pour tous.

Le Royaume de Dieu, dont nous espérons la venue chaque fois que nous prions le Notre
Pére («Que ton Régne vienney) est un royaume de service, de compassion, de pardon et
d’amour. Et le plus grand dans ce royaume est celui ou celle qui est prét a donner un coup

New York’s Bishops urge a “No” vote on Ballot Proposal 1
By Rick Hinshaw

This so-called “Equal Rights” amendment to the state Constitution will not advance equality. It will instead
undermine parental rights; attack religious freedom; and enshrine unrestricted abortion, up to the moment
of birth, in the New York State Constitution.
By prohibiting “discrimination” based on “gender identity, gender expression, pregnancy, pregnancy out-
comes, and reproductive healthcare and autonomy,” as well as “age,” this proposal could be used to:
grant a constitutional right, even for underage minors, to have abortions or permanent surgeries alter-
ing their gender without parental knowledge or consent;
require women and underage girls to compete against biological men and boys in scholastic sports,
and share restroom, locker room and shower facilities with biological males;
mandate that Catholic hospitals perform abortions and “gender transitioning” surgical mutilations,
even on minors—or else close their doors, depriving millions of New Yorkers of the vital services
provided by Catholic healthcare;
require that faith-based charities either act in violation of their religious beliefs—for example, housing
biological males in shelters for abused women—or be shut down, depriving vulnerable people of
their charitable services;
force pro-life pregnancy support centers to provide referrals for abortion, or close their doors, depriv-
ing mothers and babies of their life-affirming care;
open the door for churches and religious organizations to be sued if their teachings, ministries, or hir-
ing policies conflict with the “rights” of gender expression and identity.
The proposed “Equal Rights Amendment” is a collection of self-evident contradictions:
Under the guise of prohibiting discrimination, it would discriminate against people and institutions of
faith.
Under the guise of protecting privacy, it would destroy women'’s privacy in restrooms, locker rooms,
showers, and homeless shelters.
Under the guise of promoting equality, it would undermine women’s equality in sports.
And of course, it denies equality for unborn children, whose mass destruction would be further ad-
vanced by its provisions.
