A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR — Third Sunday of Easter

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

With the Easter celebrations, [ pray that we all get closer to the Lord. Remember, that the Faster Season
extends to Pentecost, and it is to give us time to process the magnitude of events that happened during the Holy

Week, to let what we have celebrated sink into our life’s experiences.
