A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR — Most Holy Trinity Sunday

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

With the feast of Pentecost, we concluded the Easter season and now we are back into Ordinary Time.
The red color for the decorations that we had for Pentecost; we will keep until the Confirmation of our
youth on June 8th. Let it be a reminder for us to pray for our youth and for the outpouring of the Holy
Spirit for the whole parish. After the youth Confirmation we will 8o to green coloy, that is proper for
Orclinarg Time.

We remember that liturgical year is based on two ~ we can say strong ~ Seasons. It starts with Advent, followed by
Chyristmas Season, and Lent followed by Easter Season. The Ordinary Time in liturgical year fills the time in between
those two strong seasons.

On the extent of the liturgical calendar, we contemplate all mysteries of salvation starting with the creation of the
world and the fall of Adam and Eve, then the promise of salvation and it's complete unfolding, with foretelling the
end of times and the Second Coming of Christ in glory to judge the living and the dead. In ordinary time we
contemplate and enjoy all mysteries, that we have learned from salvation history. We have time to assimilate them
and put them into practice in our daily lives. Recently, when we celebrated the feast of St. Matthias, Apostle, we
heard the reading from the Acts of the Apostles telling us that he was chosen to take Judas place and what
gualified him was the fact that he was a witness of Jesus ministry beginning from the Baptism of Jesus till his
Ascension into heaven. So, we could say of us who faithfully attend to the Sunday Masses and celebrate with Jesus
all the mysteries of salvation for three years in a row, that we would quality to be the Apostles as the Matthias was
because of the experience of knowing Jesus. And this is what Jesus wants from us, to keep alive our personal
relationship with him and sharing it with others.

This Sunday we contemplate the mystery of the Blessed Trinity. The knowledge of the Father and the Son and of
the Holy Spirit comes from Christ revealing it to us. This belief in the Blessed Trinity characterizes those who call
themselves Christians. It is Christ who reveals to us the Three Persons: of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holq
Spirit. Christ was very clear about the existence of that mystery of Three Persons, of their unity, and of the
distinctions. How they blend into one and how they remain particular. Jesus prepares us to know each Person
particularly and from this revelation, we can assign for each Person of the Trinity a particular role in the regard to
creation. The Father as the Creator, the Son as the Savior, and the Holy Spirit as the Sanctifier. That mystery of the
Blessed Trinity, is the food for our minds for all eternity. Jesus says: “the Father and I are one” (John 10:30), then he
says to Philip: “Whoever has seen me has seen the Father” (John 14:9b). And again he says: “if I go, [ will send you a
Counselor, the Spirit of Truth, the Paraclete” (.]ohn 14:15~19). Letus ponder those mysteries and adore the Lord in his
Trinitarian presence among us.

On the practical side of life, as the end of our school year is approaching, and Summer is at our door, we start
preparing for our parish Feast of Saint Anne that we will celebrate this year on Sunclag, July 28th. Soon we will
announce our Mega Raffle and the sale of the tickets for it. We will try to sell 400 tickets with big number of prizes,
depending how many tickets we sell above the number 300. Fixst prize is $10,000 and many smaller prizes. | invite
all groups within the parish to participate in the Parish Feast. Please make sure that your group activities do not
coincide with that feast. Keep your calendar clear for that last weekend of July. To help with the preparations please
feel free to contact Kathy Fella, Esperanza Justiniano and Paul Jean. You may help with: decorations, entertainment,
food, drinks, logistics, setting up, preparing the gift baskets, selling the tickets, and more. Don't be just an observer, be
a participant. New ideas are welcomed, please bring it to the attention of the above mentioned persons or the parish
staff. [ thank you all for your collaboration, let us make it a parish success, by having a lots of fun with prayers and
activities.

A MESSAGE FROM OUR SEMINARIAN

Thank you all for the warm welcome to St. Anne’s this past weekend. I feel incredibly fortunate to be
with you for these next two months and already feel at home because of your welcoming spirit. I grew
up not too far away in Melville and spent my whole life there until I went to college. I had thought about
the priesthood before and during high school because I looked up to my parish priests as a child.
However, it was not until college that I would be persistently attracted to and fascinated by the
priesthood. After my freshman year, [ went to El Salvador on a service trip where the group with whom
I traveled listened to the stories of the Salvadoran people. During this trip, we visited the tomb,
childhood home, and place of martyrdom of St. Oscar Romero. These places, along with La Universidad
de Centroamérica in San Salvador, stuck with me for a long time because they were icons of a radical
life devoted to Christ. The lives of St. Oscar Romero and the Jesuit martyrs of El Salvador were a
testament to the fact that the most profound meaning in life comes from what one gives rather than what
one receives. As the years went by, my love for giving of myself in service deepened through a service
trip to Guatemala and other service activities with which I was involved at the university. However, the
priesthood became more clearly the way God wanted me to live out this love of service when I met a
community of good friends who took their Catholic faith seriously. When I began to more earnestly live
my Catholic faith, I could not get the thought of the priesthood out of my head. After college, I began to
see the beauty of the diocesan priesthood because I saw that diocesan priests were missionaries breaking
through the everydayness of modern life and faithfully giving themselves to a particular people in a
particular place. In 2021, I entered the seminary for the Diocese of Rockville Centre because Long
Island is home to me and the particular place to which I felt called to give myself. I look forward to what
I will learn this summer at St. Anne’s and how God will use it to prepare me to serve Him and His
people.
