Message from the Our Pastor— 28th Sunday Ordinary Time

Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

Today’s Gospel presents a scene that is both familiar and deeply challenging: ten lepers are healed by 

Jesus, but only one — a Samaritan, an outsider — returns to give thanks. His gratitude reveals something 

more than good manners; it shows a heart transformed by faith. All ten received healing, but only one     

entered into a relationship with the Healer. 

We live in a world that prizes self-sufficiency and achievement, where gratitude can seem small or      

sentimental. Yet true thanksgiving is the language of faith. It recognizes that all we have — health,     

family, faith, forgiveness, life itself — are gifts. Gratitude draws us closer to the Giver; it heals not only 

the body but also the heart. 

In the first reading, Naaman, another foreigner healed of leprosy, likewise returns to give thanks to the 

God of Israel. Like the Samaritan, he recognizes that grace has touched his life. Paul, in the second                

reading, reminds us that even when we are unfaithful, Christ remains faithful — the ultimate reason for 

our thanksgiving. 

As we gather around the Eucharist — whose very name means 

thanksgiving — we are invited to                  become that grateful 

Samaritan. To pause, turn back, and give thanks. In doing so, we 

discover what Jesus told him: “Your faith has saved you.” 

Through this experience we continue to deepen our relationship 

with the Lord and continue to make it real every day.

MENSAJE  DE NUESTRO PASTOR—  28th Domingo Tiempo Ordinario 

 

 

Queridos hermanos y hermanas: 

El Evangelio de hoy nos presenta una escena a la vez familiar y profundamente desafiante: diez leprosos 

son sanados por Jesús, pero solo uno —un samaritano, un extranjero— regresa para dar gracias. Su      

gratitud revela algo más que buenos modales; muestra un corazón transformado por la fe. Los diez         

recibieron la curación, pero solo uno entró en una relación con el Sanador. 

Vivimos en un mundo que valora la autosuficiencia y el éxito, donde la gratitud puede parecer algo    

pequeño o sentimental. Sin embargo, la verdadera acción de gracias es el lenguaje de la fe. Reconoce 

que todo lo que tenemos —la salud, la familia, la fe, el perdón, la vida misma— es un don. La gratitud 

nos acerca más al Dador; sana no solo el cuerpo, sino también el corazón. 

En la primera lectura, Naamán, otro extranjero curado de la lepra, también regresa para dar gracias al 

Dios de Israel. Como el samaritano, reconoce que la gracia ha tocado su vida. Pablo, en la segunda       

lectura, nos recuerda que, aun cuando somos infieles, Cristo permanece fiel —la razón suprema de 

nuestra gratitud. 

Al reunirnos en torno a la Eucaristía —cuyo nombre 

significa precisamente acción de gracias—, somos        

invitados a convertirnos en ese samaritano agradecido: 

a detenernos, volver atrás y dar gracias. Al hacerlo,   

descubrimos lo que Jesús le dijo: “Tu fe te ha salvado.”    

A través de esta experiencia seguimos profundizando 

nuestra relación con el Señor y continuamos haciéndola 

realidad cada día. ¡Que Dios los bendiga siempre!

"Et les neuf autres, où sont-ils? " 

L’évangile nous rappelle qu’aujourd’hui tout comme au temps de Jésus, la gratitude est une vertu      

rare… et c’est bien triste. Nous ne sommes pas très à l’aise devant la nécessité de remercier. 

Nous avons l’impression que la gratitude ne fait pas partie de nos habitudes. Nous vivons à une époque 

ou les êtres humains croient qu’ils ne doivent rien à personne, qu’ils se sont fait eux-mêmes, qu’ils sont 

des « self-made men » ou des « self-made women ». « Ce que j’ai, ce que je suis, je ne le dois               

à personne d’autre qu’à moi-même! » 

Et l’évangile de ce jour ne parle pas seulement de reconnaissance. Le pharisien revient sur ses pas pour 

remercier, mais aussi pour «rendre hommage», il vient adorer. «Il revient sur ses pas en glorifiant Dieu 

à haute voix et se prosterna aux pieds de Jésus en le remerciant.» 

« Il se prosterne la face contre terre! », un geste que les gens des pays riches ne font plus. Nous avons le 

ventre trop plein pour nous prosterner profondément. Les hommes de l'Islam, qui sont capables de se 

plier en deux jusqu'à mettre le front contre la terre, nous donne un exemple de cette façon de rendre 

hommage, d’adorer. 

Autrefois, on disait merci au Seigneur avant et après le repas, on remerciait à la fête d’Action de grâce 

pour les récoltes et la nourriture qui nous venait de la ferme, on se réunissait chaque dimanche avec la 

communauté chrétienne, pour dire merci pour le don de la vie, pour la famille, pour la paix dans notre 

pays, pour la nourriture abondante, pour la joie d’être chrétien. Aujourd’hui, bon nombre ne sentent 

plus ce besoin de dire merci. 

Le chrétien, ce n’est pas celui ou celle qui fait de longue prières, qui demande des grâces, c’est celui ou 

celle qui rend grâce, qui remercie. Le mot « eucharistie » veut dire « remercier ». Participer à           

l’eucharistie, c’est prendre part à cette action de grâce. 

Le Samaritain de l’évangile devient donc, non seulement le symbole de la personne sauvée, de la     

personne reconnaissante mais aussi le symbole de celui qui sait rendre grâce, qui sait remercier, qui sait 

s’agenouiller. 

La célébration d’aujourd’hui est une excellente occasion pour récupérer une attitude de reconnaissance 

envers Dieu, une attitude qui devient acte d’adoration, de glorification... un hymne d’amour. 

Réapprenons à nous agenouiller pour remercier Dieu, pour le féliciter de tout ce qu’il fait dans nos vies. 

Nous pourrons ainsi renouveler notre confiance en lui, sachant qu’il ne nous laissera pas tomber dans 

nos moments de détresse, de maladie et de mort. 

Amen.
