Message from the Our Pastor— 21st Sunday Ordinary Time 

1st. Reading:  Isaiah 66:18-21     2nd. Reading: Hebrews 12:5-7,11-13  Gospel: Luke 13:22-30 

  

 

 Brothers and Sisters,  

Today’s Gospel presents us with a challenging question: “Lord, will only a few people be saved?” And  

Jesus, rather than giving a number, turns the question back on us: “Strive to enter through the narrow 

gate.” The narrow gate is an image we can all picture. It is not wide, not easy, not automatic. It requires 

effort. Jesus is reminding us that salvation is not a casual matter, not something we can presume upon. 

God’s mercy is boundless, yes—but our response matters. We must choose the path of discipleship. Think 

of it this way: it is easy to drift with the crowd, to live comfortably without prayer, without sacrifice,    

without love for others. That is the broad road. But the narrow gate is entered by humility, by daily      

conversion, by the discipline of following Christ when it is costly. 

The first reading from Isaiah gives us hope. God promises to gather people from every nation, from every 

corner of the earth, to share in his glory. Heaven will not be empty. The Lord desires all people to be 

saved. But the question remains: will we let Him save us? Will we walk His way? The letter to the          

Hebrews reminds us that discipline is part of love. Just as a parent corrects a child out of care, God shapes 

and purifies us through trials and difficulties. Those challenges, if we embrace them with faith, train us for 

eternal life. The narrow gate is not meant to exclude us, but to prepare us—to strip away our selfishness, 

our pride, our sin, so that we can pass through into God’s Kingdom. And Jesus warns that not everyone 

who says “We ate and drank in your company” will enter. In other words: it is not enough to have an             

outward connection to Him. It is not enough to say “I was baptized” or “I go to church.” What matters is 

whether His life has truly changed ours. Do we live His commandments? Do we forgive, serve, and love as 

He did? 

At the end of the Gospel, Jesus gives us a powerful reversal: 

“Some are last who will be first, and some are first who will be 

last.” Many who think themselves insiders may find themselves 

outside, while those who seemed far away—if they open              

themselves to God—may sit at the banquet of the Kingdom. So 

the challenge for us is clear: Do not be content with the wide 

road. Strive for the narrow gate. Let Christ shape you through 

discipline, prayer, and service. Trust in God’s mercy, but live in 

such a way that your life is a real “yes” to His invitation. The  

narrow gate is not a wall. It is a doorway. Christ Himself is the 

Gate. To enter, we cling to Him, walk in His footsteps, and let His 

love guide us home. May we have the courage to choose that 

way, so that when the Master calls, we may be welcomed to sit at 

His table in the Kingdom of Heaven. God bless everyone                          

always!!!

MENSAJE  DE NUESTRO PASTOR—  XXI Domingo Tiempo  Ordinario 

 

Hermanos y Hermanas,  

El Evangelio de hoy nos presenta una pregunta desafiante: “Señor, ¿son pocos los que se salvan?” Y      

Jesús, en lugar de dar un número, devuelve la pregunta hacia nosotros: “Esfuércense por entrar por la 

puerta estrecha.” La puerta estrecha es una imagen que todos podemos imaginar. No es ancha, no es    

fácil, no es automática. Requiere esfuerzo. Jesús nos recuerda que la salvación no es algo casual, no es 

algo que podamos dar por hecho. La misericordia de Dios es infinita, sí, pero nuestra respuesta importa. 

Debemos elegir el camino del discipulado. Piénsenlo así: es fácil dejarse llevar por la multitud, vivir    

cómodamente sin oración, sin sacrificio, sin amor al prójimo. Ese es el camino ancho. Pero la puerta        

estrecha se cruza con humildad, con la conversión de cada día, con la disciplina de seguir a Cristo aun 

cuando cuesta. 

La primera lectura del profeta Isaías nos da esperanza. Dios promete reunir a personas de todas las       

naciones, de todos los rincones de la tierra, para compartir su gloria. El cielo no estará vacío. El Señor 

desea que todos se salven. Pero la pregunta sigue en pie: ¿Lo dejaremos salvarnos? ¿Caminaremos en 

sus caminos? La carta a los Hebreos nos recuerda que la disciplina es parte del amor. Así como un padre 

corrige a su hijo por amor, Dios nos forma y nos purifica a través de pruebas y dificultades. Si abrazamos 

esos desafíos con fe, ellos nos preparan para la vida eterna. La puerta estrecha no está hecha para         

excluirnos, sino para prepararnos: para quitarnos el egoísmo, el orgullo, el pecado, y así poder entrar en 

el Reino de Dios. Y Jesús advierte que no todos los que digan “Comimos y bebimos contigo” entrarán. En 

otras palabras: no basta con tener una conexión exterior con Él. No basta con decir “fui bautizado” o “voy 

a misa.” Lo que importa es si su vida realmente ha transformado la nuestra. ¿Vivimos sus                          

mandamientos? ¿Perdonamos, servimos y amamos como Él lo hizo? 

Al final del Evangelio, Jesús nos da una gran inversión de valores: “Hay últimos que serán primeros, y 

primeros que serán últimos.” Muchos que se creen seguros quizá se encuentren fuera, mientras que 

aquellos que parecían lejanos—si abren su corazón a Dios—se sentarán en el banquete del Reino. La 

enseñanza para nosotros es clara: no nos contentemos con el camino ancho. Esforcémonos por la puerta 

estrecha. Dejemos que Cristo nos moldee con la disciplina, la oración y el servicio. Confiemos en la       

misericordia de Dios, pero vivamos de tal manera que nuestra vida sea un verdadero “sí” a su                    

invitación. La puerta estrecha no es un muro. Es una entrada. Cristo mismo es la Puerta. Para entrar,     

debemos aferrarnos a Él, caminar en sus huellas y dejar que su amor nos guíe a casa. Que tengamos la 

valentía de elegir ese camino, para que cuando el Maestro nos llame, seamos recibidos en su mesa en el 

Reino de los Cielos. ¡Dios los bendiga siempre!

La porte étroite et la porte fermée 

Dans l’évangile d’aujourd’hui, le Christ continue de nous présenter les exigences du 

Royaume de Dieu. Les gens voulaient savoir combien de personnes seraient sauvées. 

Jésus refuse de répondre à cette question et renvoie chacun à sa responsabilité     

personnelle. Dieu « veut que tous soient sauvés et parviennent à la connaissance de 

la vérité. » (1 Tm 2, 4), mais la participation à la vie du Royaume dépend de nous. 

C’est nous qui, au cours de notre vie, choisissons d’entrer ou de rester à l’extérieur.  

« Luttez pour entrer par la porte étroite », nous dit le Christ. Évitez de vivre une vie 

chrétienne incolore, and il n’est pas suffisant d’être baptisé, de faire sa première     

communion, pour entrer dans la vie du Royaume. Les adversaires de Jésus            

s’imaginaient qu’ils pouvaient entrer simplement parce qu’ils étaient «fils ou fille 

d’Abraham», ou encore parce qu’ils avaient entendu Jésus prêcher, ou qu’ils avaient 

mangé avec lui…  

La porte est ouverte et l’entrée est libre 

Matthieu dans son évangile nous dit que pendant notre vie, nous avons le choix entre 

deux routes... la route de la facilité et de l’égoïsme et la route étroite qui conduit à la 

vie. La route étroite est celle où nous aidons à notre voisin dans le besoin (parabole du 

bon samaritain), où nous ne jugeons pas les autres parce que le jugement ne nous  

appartient pas (« Que celui qui est sans péché lance la première pierre»), où nous   

pardonnons non pas sept fois, mais soixante-sept fois sept fois, où nous sommes  

conscients des souffrances des autres (« J’avais faim et vous m’avez donné à manger, 

j’avais soif et vous m’avez donné à boire, j’était nu et vous m’avez vêtu, j’était malade 

et en prison et vous êtes venus me visiter… »).   

Le Seigneur nous renvoie à nos responsabilités : c'est nous, dès maintenant, par notre 

manière de vivre. Aujourd’hui, le soleil s’est levé et Dieu nous offre une autre journée. 

Mais nous devons nous rappeler qu’un jour le soleil se lèvera pour la dernière fois sur 

notre petit monde terrestre. Lorsque ce jour arrivera, la porte se refermera.
