Message from the Our Pastor— Sixth Sunday of Easter  

1st. Reading: Acts 8:5-8,14-17   2nd. Reading: 1 Peter 3:15-18  Gospel: John 14:15-21 

  

 

 

Dear sisters and brothers, 

Today the readings invite us to reflect on God’s abiding presence—made known through love, through the gift of 
the Holy Spirit, and through the relationships that shape our lives. This year, as the Sixth Sunday coincides with      
Mother’s Day, that message takes on a particularly tender and human dimension. In the Gospel from                          
John (14:15–21), Jesus speaks intimately to His disciples as He prepares them for His departure. He does not hide 
the reality that they will soon experience His absence in a visible way. Yet His words are filled not with           
abandonment, but with promise: “I will not leave you orphans.” He assures them that they will receive the         
Advocate, the Spirit of truth, who will remain with them always. This promise speaks to one of the deepest human 
fears—the fear of     being left alone. Jesus responds not simply with reassurance, but with relationship. The       
presence He promises is not distant or abstract, but personal and enduring. It is the very life of God dwelling 
within His people. 

On this Mother’s Day, we can hear in Jesus’ words an echo of the love that so many have experienced through a 
mother’s care. At its best, motherhood reflects a love that is constant, attentive, and self-giving—a love that says, 
in countless ways, “I am here for you.” While human love is never perfect, and experiences of motherhood can  
include both joy and pain, it nevertheless points beyond itself to the faithful love of God. Jesus also makes clear 
that love is not merely something we feel—it is something we live. “If you love me, you will keep my                     
commandments.” Love is revealed in action, in fidelity, in sacrifice. It is seen in the quiet, everyday choices to be 
patient, to forgive, to serve. In this way, the lived experience of motherhood often becomes a powerful witness to 
the kind of love Christ calls His disciples to embody. 

The first reading from the Acts of the Apostles (8:5–17) shows the early Church continuing to grow, yet also  
needing to be strengthened. Through the laying on of hands, the believers receive the Holy Spirit, reminding us 
that faith is sustained not by human effort alone, but by God’s life within us. The Spirit is the one who teaches us 
how to love, how to remain faithful, and how to live as true children of God. This, too, resonates with the vocation 
of motherhood. A mother does more than provide care; she forms, guides, and prepares her children to live with 
wisdom and love. In a similar way, the Holy Spirit forms us internally, shaping our hearts so that we may live as 
Christ’s disciples even in His physical absence. 

This Sunday, then, becomes an opportunity for gratitude and prayer. We give thanks for mothers—living and 
deceased—who have been instruments of God’s love in our lives. We remember those who long to be mothers, 
those who struggle in their vocation, and those who carry the sorrow of loss. We also recognize the many spiritual 
mothers—teachers, mentors, and caregivers—whose quiet witness reflects God’s care in hidden but powerful 
ways. Above all, we are invited to rest in the deeper truth that Jesus reveals: we are not orphans. In a world where 
many experience isolation and uncertainty, His words remain a source of hope: “I am in my Father and you are in 
me and I in you.” This is our identity. We are not abandoned. We are not forgotten. We are beloved. 

To live this truth is perhaps the most fitting way to honor both the Sixth Sunday of Easter and Mother’s Day.   
Having received the faithful love of God, we are called to make that love visible—through our actions, our       
sacrifices, and our care for one another. For in the end, love is not only something we celebrate. It is something we 
are called to become.

MENSAJE  DE NUESTRO PASTOR—   Sexto Domingo de Pascua 

 Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas, 

Las lecturas de hoy nos invitan a reflexionar sobre la presencia constante de Dios, manifestada a través del amor, 

del don del Espíritu Santo y de las relaciones que dan forma a nuestra vida. Este año, al coincidir con el Día de 

las Madres, este mensaje adquiere una dimensión particularmente tierna y humana. En el Evangelio según san 

Juan (14,15–21), Jesús habla íntimamente a sus discípulos mientras los prepara para su partida. No oculta la 

realidad de que pronto experimentarán su ausencia de manera visible. Sin embargo, sus palabras no están llenas 

de abandono, sino de promesa: “No los dejaré huérfanos”. Les asegura que recibirán al Paráclito, el Espíritu de la 

verdad, que permanecerá con ellos para siempre. Esta promesa toca uno de los temores más profundos del ser 

humano: el miedo a quedarse solo. Jesús responde no solo con consuelo, sino con una relación viva. La presencia 

que promete no es distante ni abstracta, sino personal y permanente. Es la misma vida de Dios habitando en su 

pueblo. 

En este Día de las Madres, podemos escuchar en las palabras de Jesús un eco del amor que muchos han                

experimentado a través del cuidado de una madre. En su mejor expresión, la maternidad refleja un amor         

constante, atento y entregado; un amor que dice, de innumerables maneras: “Estoy aquí para ti”. Aunque el amor 

humano nunca es perfecto y las experiencias de la maternidad pueden incluir tanto alegría como dolor, aun así 

señalan hacia el amor fiel de Dios. Jesús también deja claro que el amor no es solo un sentimiento, sino una    

realidad que se vive: “Si me aman, guardarán mis mandamientos”. El amor se revela en la acción, en la fidelidad, 

en el sacrificio. Se manifiesta en las decisiones cotidianas de ser pacientes, de perdonar, de servir. De este modo, 

la experiencia vivida de la maternidad se convierte muchas veces en un poderoso testimonio del amor que    

Cristo pide a sus discípulos. 

La primera lectura de los Hechos de los Apóstoles (8,5–17) muestra a la Iglesia primitiva en crecimiento, pero 

también necesitada de fortalecimiento. A través de la imposición de las manos, los creyentes reciben el Espíritu 

Santo, recordándonos que la fe no se sostiene solo por el esfuerzo humano, sino por la vida de Dios en nosotros. El 

Espíritu es quien nos enseña a amar, a permanecer fieles y a vivir como verdaderos hijos de Dios. Esto también 

resuena con la vocación de la maternidad. Una madre no solo cuida; también forma, guía y prepara a sus hijos 

para vivir con sabiduría y amor. De manera similar, el Espíritu Santo nos forma interiormente, moldeando      

nuestro corazón para que podamos vivir como discípulos de Cristo incluso en su ausencia visible. 

Este domingo, entonces, se convierte en una oportunidad para la gratitud y la oración. Damos gracias por las 

madres—vivas y difuntas—que han sido instrumentos del amor de Dios en nuestras vidas. Recordamos a      

quienes desean ser madres, a quienes enfrentan dificultades en su vocación y a quienes llevan el dolor de la   

pérdida. También reconocemos a tantas madres espirituales—maestras, mentoras y cuidadoras—cuyo               

testimonio silencioso refleja el cuidado de Dios de maneras ocultas pero poderosas. 

Sobre todo, somos invitados a descansar en la verdad más profunda que Jesús revela: no somos huérfanos. En un 

mundo donde muchos experimentan la soledad y la incertidumbre, sus palabras siguen siendo fuente de            

esperanza: “Yo estoy en mi Padre, y ustedes en mí, y yo en ustedes”. Esta es nuestra identidad. No estamos         

abandonados. No estamos olvidados. Somos amados. Vivir esta verdad es quizá la mejor manera de honrar tanto 

el Sexto Domingo de Pascua como el Día de las Madres. Habiendo recibido el amor fiel de Dios, estamos             

llamados a hacerlo visible—en nuestras acciones, en nuestros sacrificios y en nuestro cuidado por los demás. 

Porque, al final, el amor no es solo algo que celebramos; es algo en lo que estamos llamados a convertirnos.       

Dios los bendiga a todos siempre!!!

Sixième Dimanche de Pâques (05/10/26) 

Chers frères et sœurs, 

Dans l’Évangile selon saint Jean aujourd’hui, Jésus nous dit : « Si vous m’aimez, vous 

garderez mes commandements. » Cette parole est simple, mais exigeante. Aimer Jésus ne 

se limite pas à des paroles ou à des sentiments ; cela se traduit concrètement dans notre 

manière de vivre, dans nos choix quotidiens, dans notre fidélité à l’Évangile. 

Mais Jésus ne nous laisse pas seuls face à cette exigence. Il promet l’Esprit Saint, le        

Défenseur, qui demeure avec nous et en nous. Cet Esprit nous guide, nous éclaire, et nous 

donne la force de vivre selon la volonté de Dieu, même lorsque cela est difficile. 

Dans la première lecture, nous voyons les apôtres imposer les mains pour que les           

nouveaux croyants reçoivent l’Esprit Saint. Cela nous rappelle que l’Église est une      

communauté vivante, portée par l’Esprit, où chacun est appelé à grandir dans la foi. 

Et saint Pierre, dans la deuxième lecture, nous invite à être toujours prêts à rendre 

compte de l’espérance qui est en nous, mais avec douceur et respect. Voilà un témoignage 

authentique : une foi vécue humblement, mais avec conviction. 

Frères et sœurs, demandons aujourd’hui la grâce d’aimer vraiment le Christ, en gardant 

ses commandements, et en accueillant pleinement l’Esprit Saint dans nos vies. Qu’il fasse 

de nous des témoins de paix, d’espérance et de vérité dans notre monde.

We will stop at the St. Jerome’s Monastery, built to give thanks 
to the Virgin Mary for guiding Vasco da Gama on his voyage that linked Europe and Asia. Continue to 
drive by the Belem Quarter, which contains the iconic entryway to Lisbon harbor, the Belem Tower. This 
important structure of history has many beautiful sculptures, such as depictions of, St. Vincent and Our 
Lady of Safe Homecoming. We will continue and “pass-by” the “25th of April Bridge”, inspired by the 
Golden Gate Bridge of San Francisco, California. Ponte 25 de Abril is the oldest bridge that connects the 
Tagus River of Lisbon. Following, we will drive by the Discoveries Monument. This memorial            
commemorates the Great Explorers who, as a result of their explorations, brought Portugal to a standing of 
wealth and power during the Age of Discovery. This ship prow shaped structure stands at the point where 
the Great Explorers began their expeditions. Enjoy a view of the Basilica of the Star, the Rossio Square, 
Commerce Square, and the Marquee of Pombal Square. Our last stop will be St. Anthony’s Church to   
celebrate Mass. Although this Patron Saint of lost things is known as St. Anthony of Padua (Italy), he was 
originally born in Lisbon, Portugal. This Church is built upon the site of St. Anthony’s birth and is also 
where St. John Paul II visited in 1982. We check in to our first Hotel Marques de Pombal, Lisbon, for   
welcome dinner and overnight in Lisbon.
