Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Happy Thanksgiving to all and to everyone !!! It’s hard to believe we are
already at Thanksgiving week. Historically the feast was inspired by the
immigrants to the “new world” as early as beginning of 1600 referring to the
harvest festival, than over the time it grew into the National Feast. Those
historical developments took place in different states and times, but eventually
the First National Proclamation of Thanksgiving was given by the Continental
Congress in 1777.

Today | want to ask everyone to be more personal about your Thanksgiving, not so much as a National Holiday,
but as a personal attitude towards everyday life. Yearly feast reminds us of the necessity to be grateful for all the
blessings, but if we are able to make it a daily practice, it is going to enrich our everyday lives. In the Gospel, when
Jesus cured 10 lepers as He asked them to go to see the priests, only one came back to give thanks for being cured.
Are you the one, grateful and happy believer who came back and keeps coming back??? Or are you the one among
the nine who did not come back yet, to say thanks to Jesus for what He has done for you???

What are you grateful for Today ???

There is a true story of a young man, who daily was trying to come up with three reasons to be grateful. He was
so particular about it, that he would put notes to himself on the door of his room, or on the bathroom mirror, so that
he would keep in mind those reasons. The young man was very gifted. Meeting a group of people in the classroom for
the first time, even if they were 25 /to say the number/, after they said their names, he would remember the names
of all. He was so smart, yet he was giving himself those reminders about being grateful TODAY for those three things.
The awareness of being blessed, permeated the life of the young man and radiated on others. The young man was
deeply liked by everyone, he was a soul of the company wherever he was, very unselfish mindful of others. His
happiness and love of life was contagious, his personality was making people at ease, his sense of humor was putting
smiles on peoples faces.

He was a happy person to the day, when a car accident, took his gift of life and replaced it with the gift of eternal
life and happiness, for which the young 32 years old man was prepared already, by being happy and grateful daily,
not only on Thanksgiving Day.

For Andres, a Thanksgiving Day was everyday, and that awareness made him the happy person that he was. He
was able to make others happy, because it was easy for him to see potential in others, as he was aware of the
potential that the Lord placed in him. With his short life, he touched many lives through his positive, happy, grateful
attitude with which he faced every day. He himself wasn’t perfect, he was somewhat uncoordinated, but it made him
cute and funny, and he didn’t notice it, or better he didn’t give it importance, because he was happy with himself
anyway.

What are you grateful for Today ??? Tomorrow ??? Day after Tomorrow ??? Do you want to be happy today ???
Then, start to be grateful now !!!

Do you want to be happy everyday ??? Be grateful everyday !!!

It is not the turkey that brings happiness on Thanksgiving Day, but the sentiment of appreciation of who we are,
and the sense how blessed and loved we are by others and by God.

Last Sundays readings spoke to us about wisdom of life, about being prepared for the coming of the Lord. By
reverent fearing of the Lord and serving him by using one’s talents for the benefit of God’s Kingdom. It is not so much
by waiting for the Lord that we are saved, but by serving the Lord in whatever way we can. Life is about being a
person that is committed to welcoming people and Christ into our lives, so that we may be welcomed by God when
our life is done. By reaching out to others and to God in deeds and prayers, we find fulfillment and happiness in our
daily lives. Is Christ your Lord and Savior???

Oracioén a Cristo Rey. Oh Jesus! Te reconozco por Rey Universal. Todo cuanto ha sido hecho Tu lo has
creado. Ejerce sobre mi todos tus derechos. Renuevo las promesas de mi bautismo, renunciado a Satanas,
a sus seducciones y a sus obras; y prometo vivir como buen cristiano. Muy especialmente me comprometo
a procurar, segun mis medios, el triunfo de los derechos de Dios y de tu Iglesia. Divino Corazén de Jesus,
te ofrezco mis pobres obras para conseguir que todos los corazones reconozcan tu sagrada realeza, y para
que asi se establezca en todo el mundo el Reino de tu Paz.

A cerca de la Virgen de la paz. En El Salvador, en la iglesia de San Miguel, se venera la imagen de
Nuestra Sefiora de la Paz. La Virgen tiene en su brazo izquierdo al Nifio Jesus y en el derecho una rama
de palma u olivo, como simbolo de la paz.

Cuenta la historia que la intercesion de la Virgen de la Paz fue determinante para la pacificacién del pais,
agitado por las luchas entre nonualcos y miguelefios en enero de 1833. Estos ultimos fueron derrotados por
el coronel Benitez, quien junto a sus tropas entrd en la ciudad San Miguel. Queriendo dar testimonio de su
benevolencia hacia los miguelenos y sustentar la paz sobre una base sdlida, mandd sacar del atrio de la
iglesia parroquial la venerada imagen de Nuestra Sefiora de la Paz.

Luego de alinear sus tropas en torno a la imagen, se postré ante ésta y coloco su espada a los pies de la
Virgen, tomandola por testigo. El coronel Benitez volvié a tomar su espada y después de haberle rendido
homenaje a la Virgen la regres6 a su Santuario. Desde este momento llegé la paz a la regién y cesaron las
revueltas. La imagen de Nuestra Sefiora de la Paz fue coronada candnicamente el 21 de noviembre de
1921.

Et I'évangile de ce jour
l'illustre tres bien. Chaque ceuvre de charité que nous faisons, nous la faisons au Christ
lui-méme : « Car j'avais faim, et vous m'avez donné a  manger ; j'avais soif, et vous
m'avez donné a boire ; j'étais un étranger, et vous m'avez accueilli ; j'étais nu, et vous
m'avez habillé ; j'étais malade, et vous m'avez visité ; j'étais en prison, et vous étes
venus jusqu'a moi !» (Mt 25,34-36). Plus encore : « chaque fois que vous l'avez
fait a I'un de ces petits qui sont mes freres, c'est a moi que vous l'avez fait » (Mt
25,40).

Ce passage de 1'Evangile, qui nous remet les pieds sur terre, met la féte du jugement
du Christ a sa place. La royauté du Christ est une chose bien distincte de la
prépotence, c'est simplement une réalit¢ fondamentale de I’existence : I'amour aura le
dernier mot.

Jésus nous montre que le sens de la royauté -ou de la puissance- est de se mettre au
service des autres. Il a confirmé qu'il était Maitre et Seigneur (cf. Jn 13,13), et qu'il
¢tait Roi (cf. Jn 18,37), mais il a exercé sa fonction de Maitre en lavant les pieds de
ses disciples (cf. Jn 13,4), et il a régné en donnant sa vie. Jésus-Christ régne d'abord a
partir d'un humble berceau (une mangeoire) et ensuite a partir d'un trone pas trés
confortable, c'est a dire, la Croix.

Sur la Croix il y avait un panneau qui disait « Jésus Nazaréen, Roi des juifs » (Jn
19,19) : ce que l'apparence niait était confirmé par le profond mystere de Dieu,
puisque Jésus régne sur la Croix et nous juge par son amour. « Vous serez jugé sur
I’amour ».
