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Dear Sisters and Brothers,

This Sunday we celebrate St. Valentines Day of friendship and we appreciate the blessings of love and life. We all need
family and friends to live normal life, to share it in meaningful way with others. As St Paul tells us in the Second
Reading: “whatever you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do everything for the glory of God. Avoid giving offense....
Be imitators of me, as I am of Christ.” This is the indication for christian life. All that we do, depends on our faith and
attitude that we have. If we want to be respectful and honorable, we can make always good choices of kindness and
love for God and for others.

When we read about the leprosy and the treatment of the person sick with it, we can only imagine the hardship of
persons affected by it. They would be automatically outcast from the community. The lepers would live on the outside
of the town or city in waist dumping places, as Pope Francis would say: “on the outskirts of society, on the periphery of
society.” Time before we could be judgmental about what seems to be cruel treatment of those affected by leprosy, but
today we have a similar situation for the persons affected by infectious virus and it makes us realize how vulnerable the
whole society becomes. Hardship and separation from people even today affects us greatly. Terminal sicknesses
imposes great limits and suffering upon the person affected and upon the whole family. The infectious sicknesses make
the whole situation even more dramatical, as we experience it through pandemic.

Those terms of being outcast are very much remembered by Pope Francis, who identifies those realities in the
society of today, as the society that quickly throws away what is not useful to it, or what becomes outdated, not
fashionable, old, and sadly it’s applied to people for example when we look on the issues of euthanasia and abortion or
human research using embryos.

Thinking of it we realize, that we have much to be redeemed in our society of today. The human treatment of other
human being is far from being human in many places and situations. Every person is equal before God, and we need to
learn and practice that truth in daily life. We want to know our own dignity before God, and we want to see that dignity
in every person. How much we need Jesus today, to help us to be cleansed of the leprosy of sin, of indifference, of
rejection?

How much we need Jesus to cure our diseases afflicting humanity in our times? We all could mention dozens of
infirmities, that we would want Jesus to wipe out of the face of the earth. But would it make us a better people ???
Would it make us more humble and brother like to each other ??? Would it advance our salvation ??? Or would it let us
go further in our egocentricity, would it make us selfish in new ways, more proud of our own achievements ??? Lord, if
you wish, you can make us clean, you can make us better friends, better siblings to each other. We need it and we pray
for it.

God bless everyone always !!!

Queridas Hermanas y Hermanos,

Este Domingo celebramos el Dia de San Valentin dia de la amistad y agradecemos las bendiciones del amor y la
vida. Todos necesitamos familiares y amigos para vivir una vida normal, para compartirla de manera significativa con
los demas. Como nos dice San Pablo en la segunda lectura: “todo lo que coman, beban o hagan, haganlo todo para la
gloria de Dios. No ofendan.... Sed imitadores de mi, como yo soy de Cristo.” Este es la indicacién para la vida
cristiana. Todo lo que hacemos depende de la fe y la actitud que tengamos. Si queremos ser respetuosos y honorable,
siempre podemos hacer buenas elecciones de bondad y amor por Dios y por los demas.

Cuando leemos sobre la lepra y el tratamiento de la persona que la padece, solo podemos imaginar las durezas de
la personas afectadas por ella. Serian automaticamente marginados de la comunidad. Los leprosos vivirian en las
afueras de la cuidad o en los vertederos de basura, como diria el Papa Francisco: “en las afueras de la sociedad, en la
periferia de la sociedad” Tiempo antes de que pudiéramos juzgar lo que parece ser un trato cruel de los afectados por
la lepra, pero hoy tenemos una situacion similar para las personas afectadas por el virus infeccioso y nos hace darnos
cuenta de los vulnerables que se vuelve toda la sociedad. Las penurias y la separacién de las personas aun hoy nos
afectan mucho. Las enfermedades terminales imponen grandes limites y sufrimientos sobre la persona afectada y
sobre toda la familia. Las enfermedades infecciosas hacen que toda la situacion sea aun mas dramatica, ya que la
vivimos a través de la pandemia.

Esos términos de ser marginados son muy recordados por el Papa Francisco, quien identifica esas realidades en la
sociedad de hoy, como la sociedad que rapidamente desecha lo que no le sirve, o lo que se vuelve obsoleto, no esta
de moda, viejo, y lamentablemente se aplica a las personas, por ejemplo, cuando analizamos los problemas de la
eutanasia y el aborto o la investigacion en humanos utilizando embriones.

Al pensar en ello, nos damos cuenta de que tenemos mucho que redimir en nuestra sociedad actual. El trato
humano a otros seres humanos esta lejos de ser humano en muchos lugares y situaciones. Todas las personas son
iguales ante Dios, y debemos aprender y practicar esa verdad en la vida diaria. Queremos conocer nuestra propia
dignidad ante Dios, y queremos ver esa dignidad en cada persona. ;Cuanto necesitamos a Jesus hoy, para que nos
ayude a ser limpiados de la lepra del pecado, de la indiferencia, del rechazo?

¢,Cuanto necesitamos a Jesus para curar nuestras enfermedades que afligen a la humanidad en nuestro tiempo?

¢, Pero nos convertiria en mejores personas??? ;Nos haria mas humildes y hermanos entre nosotros??? ; Avanzaria
nuestra salvacion ?? O nos dejaria ir mas lejos en nuestro egocentrismo, nos haria egoistas de nuevas formas, mas
orgullosos de nuestros propios logros??? Senor, si lo deseas, puedes limpiarnos, puedes hacernos mejores amigos,
mejores hermanos entre nosotros. Lo necesitamos y oramos por ello.

El enfermo debia ir proclamando su vergonzosa situacion ante las posibles
personas con las que se encontraba. Era un muerto en vida. Y tocar a un leproso suponia
quedar impuro y, por lo tanto, quedar excluido de la comunidad.

Y Jests, extendiendo la mano, lo toca y lo proclama limpio. Una vez mas las normas de
pureza quedan relegadas porque por encima de las normas estd el ser humano, también en
nuestro mundo y sociedad podemos encontrar situaciones similares con las que se enfrento
Jesus. Grupos marginados por su raza, lengua o color de piel. Con frecuencia los medios nos
dan cifras de los sin techo, indigentes y abandonados que duermen en nuestras ciudades en
los soportales o a la boca del metro. Las diferentes y nuevas «lepras» de nuestros dias nos
siguen gritando: «si quieres, puedes curarmey.

Senor Jesus, por favor, sigue extendiendo tu mano sanadora para que pueda liberarme de
tantas perturbaciones y desasosiegos que no me permiten caminar contigo y con los demas
hermanos con alegria y libertad. Ataduras que me bloquean y no me dejan ser un valiente
discipulo tuyo. Y, Sefior, dame el valor para no cambiar de acera o mirar para otro lado
cuando me encuentre con hermanos que sufren. Que mis 0jos y mis manos se asemejen a los
tuyos.

" JAY, compassion pousse Jésus a l'action. Il touche un intouchable, un Iépreux ! Il ne faisait
‘ " pas cela avec tous les malades qu'il guérissait. Ici, il le fait. C'est un signe. Il n'a pas
peur de la lépre et il est plus fort qu'elle. Il lui aurait suffi de parler pour guérir, mais il accompagne la parole d'un geste
riche de sens. Ce lépreux avait autant besoin d’étre touché que d’étre guéri physiquement. Il était hors de la société, mais
lorsque quelqu’un montre par le toucher qu’il I’apprécie, cela affirme sa valeur. Tout cela porte en soi la guérison.
En agissant ainsi, Jésus est devenu lui-méme un intouchable. Il ne lui était plus possible d’entrer ouvertement dans une
ville. 11 était obligé d’éviter les lieux habités. Jésus n’avait nul besoin de toucher ce lépreux qui était venu a lui pour le
guérir, mais s’il le fait c’est qu’il veut changer les choses. Sa transgression n’est pas dirigée contre la loi, mais contre ce
que cette loi ou ses interprétations peuvent avoir d’aliénant. Le but de ce miracle, c’est de rendre possible la réintégra-
tion du Iépreux a la communauté. Jésus dit au [épreux : ne dit rien a personne, mais va te montrer au prétre et offre pour
ta purification ce que Moise a prescrit, ils auront 1a un témoignage provocant. Il ne faut pas voir la guérison comme un
but ultime, mais plutét comme un appel a rendre témoignage. C’est le sens du silence demandé par Jésus au lépreux : ne
te fige pas sur I'événement de ta guérison, poursuis ta route. Jésus n'est pas venu abolir la loi, mais I'accomplir. 11 est ve-
nu souffler un vent de liberté sur nos habitudes qui emprisonnent.

Nous aussi nous sommes des 1épreux a nos heures avec nos fragilités. Avec ce qui nous défigure et nous ronge de 1’inté-
rieur, avec tout ce qui nous empéche d’étre un membre a part entiére de la communauté humaine et d’offrir ce que nous
avons d’unique. Tous, nous avons besoin de la tendresse de Dieu. Nous sommes peut-&tre moins mobilisés que nous le
devrions, une lépre nous aftlige peut-étre. Dans le 1épreux, il y a un peu de chacun de nous. Laissons agir la foi qui nous
amene a nous tourner vers Dieu et a dire : « Si tu veux, tu peux me guérir ». Et pourquoi ne pas étendre la main aujour-
d’hui vers celui qui souffre ? Laissons I'amour en nous étre le plus fort, en découvrant que « tout homme est un frére,
que toute femme est une sceur.
