Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
 
 Easter is at our door as with Palm Sunday we begin the Holy Week celebra-
tions.  This Sunday we celebrate the picture of Jesus’s popularity among the crowds of 
people who were approaching Jerusalem for the upcoming of Jewish Passover. Let us 
remember, that Jerusalem was the only place where Jewish Temple existed. Other places 
of worship are called Synagogues, but their role is the day to day place of gathering for 
prayer, but the real complete place of worship and sacrifice was in the only temple that 
was in Jerusalem. So not a surprise, that Jews were regularly going to visit and worship 
in the Temple, and to offer sacrifices for themselves and for their families.  
 
 The Temple would always bring the crowds of people, but in particular for 
Passover. Jesus knew that it was his hour, his time to give himself as a new sacrifice. In 
his preaching He said all that was to be said, and now was coming “the hour of his   
glory”. He foretold it to his disciples, although it was difficult to comprehend it until 
after it happened.  
  
 Between the parables and the reality that Jesus was describing for the disciples, it was not easy to differentiate between 
the mystical, spiritual, and physical meaning of it. This hard reality which we know as Easter Triduum of Holy Thursday, Good 
Friday and Holy Saturday, was far beyond imagining as an outcome of prophetic mission of the Messiah. Nobody would     
imagine, that the promised Messiah would be so misunderstood and mistreated. Nobody would imagine, that what was to     
happen to Jesus would take on the meaning of worship in the Temple, that Christ himself would become the sacrifice, that the 
cross would become the altar, and that the Temple would be destroyed and never rebuilt again.  
 
 All those events and consequences could be understood only after it happened. Nobody could think it was possible, and 
the Apostles as much as they tried to capture Jesus teachings, only in reality that happened could see now, the full meaning of 
Jesus words. They were taken totally by surprise in regard to how Jesus was to enter into his glory. If they would have          
understood the timing of his death, they would have found ways to be more present at his way of the cross. Since they were  
confused in understanding what it was happening, only Saint John was present to Jesus all the way, with his Mother and some 
of the faithful women. The drama of it was totally unexpected, as well as the joy of resurrection.  
 
 Those who went to Israel and Jerusalem say, that it is easier for them to understand the Gospel after they have seen 
the places described in it. Someone said, that to see those places is like finding another book of Gospel that speaks for itself 
about the life of Jesus. Maybe in two years we can make a Parish pilgrimage to Holy Land, to witness and understand better 
what happened to Jesus. Start saving for the trip, so that you could be like those disciples amazed at seeing with your own eyes 
what Jesus foretold with his words and confirmed with his life.  
 
 Even today it is difficult to understand how the events that happen two thousand years ago continue to shape our lives, 
and how they continue to give meaning to our life and even more to our death. How is it that, what happened to Jesus is the 
source of eternal life for all ??? 
 
 Each of us has to give an answer to Jesus personally, about the meaning of his life and death for us. Each of us is  
invited to follow him as the disciples did. No one has it easy, everyone has to make it personal: Jesus and me. Who am I to   
Jesus ??? And who is Jesus to me ??? The answer to it will be written by our life, by our words and even more by our deeds. 
How the life of Jesus affected my life ???  
 
 This Sunday is the only Sunday of the year when we will hear the whole account of the Passion of Jesus, than again 
on Good Friday we will celebrate it, but how it is going to affect our personal life it is up to each one of us. As the disciples were 
confused and lost about what was happening, so it may be for us, to be able to connect well our life to that of Jesus. He is the 
only Savior and there is no other.  
 
 Let’s turn our hearts and lives to Him, who can forgive our sins and save 
our souls, and give us the gift of eternal life in the glory of heaven. Let us follow 
Jesus not only in procession with the palm in the hand, but let us become his true 
friends, that will persevere with him even to his cross and eventually to heaven. That 
is the purpose of our Christian life, and Lent is a part of the path towards this union 
and communion with Jesus by prayer, fasting and good deeds.  
 
 Come to the celebrations of the Last Super on Holy Thursday, than come to 
the Way of the Cross on Good Friday on 3rd Avenue at 2pm, and for the Easter  
Vigil on Holy Saturday, than on Easter Sunday. Will you persevere with Jesus on 
those days or is that too much for you ??? If you need anything in your life from 
Jesus, make sure to show Him your commitment to be with Him in his need, so that 

He can be with you in your need. God bless everyone always !!!  Fr. Stan 



  
Querida Hermana s y Hermanos: 
 La pascua esta a nuestra puerta, ya que con el Domingo de Ramos comenzamos las celebra-
ciones de la Semana Santa. Este Domingo celebramos la elección de la popularidad de Jesús entre la 
multitud de personas que se acercaban a Jerusalén para la próxima Pascua Judía. Recordemos que 
Jerusalén era el único lugar donde existía el Templo Judío. Otros lugares de culto se denominan Sinago-
gas, pero su función es el día a día de reunirse para orar, pero el verdadero lugar completo de culto y  
sacrificio se encontraba en el único Templo que estaba en Jerusalén. Asi que no es una sorpresa, que los 
Judíos iban  regularmente a visitar y adorar en el Templo, y a ofrecer sacrificios por ellos mismos y por 
sus familias. 
 
 El Templo siempre atraería a las  multitudes de personas, especialmente para la Pascua. 
Jesús sabia que era su hora, su tiempo para darse a si mismo como un nuevo sacrificio. En su predica-
ción, dijo todo lo que debía decirse, y ahora venia “la hora de su gloria”. Se lo predijo a sus discípulos, 
aunque fue difícil comprenderlo hasta después de que sucediera. Entre las parábolas  la realidad que 
Jesús estaba describiendo para los discípulos, no era fácil diferenciar entre el significado místico, espiri-
tual y físico de la misma Esta dura realidad que conocemos como Triduo Pascual del Jueves Santo, Viernes Santo y Sábado Santo, fue mucho 
mas allá de lo imaginable como un resultado de la misión profética del Mesías. Nadie imaginaria que el Mesías prometido seria tan mal entendi-
do y maltratado. Nadie imaginaria que lo que le sucedería a Jesús tomaría el significado de la adoración en el Templo, que Cristo mismo se   
convertiría en el sacrificio, que la cruz se convertiría en el altar y que el Templo seria destruido y nunca mas se reconstruiría. 
 
 Todos esos eventos y consecuencias solo pudieron entenderse después de que sucedió. Nadie podía pensar que era posible, y tanto 
los apóstoles como ellos trataron de capturar a Jesús apostando, solo en la realidad que pudo ver ahora, todo el significado de las palabras de 
Jesús. Fueron  tomados totalmente por sorpresa  con respecto a como Jesús iba a entrar en su gloria. Si hubieran entendido el momento de su 
muerte, habrán encontrado la forma de estar  mas presentes en su camino de la cruz. Ya  que estaban confundidos al comprender lo que estaba 
sucediendo, solo San Juan estaba presente a Jesús en todos los sentidos, con su Madre y algunas de las mujeres fieles. El drama fue totalmen-
te inesperado, así como la alegría de la resurrección. 
 
 Los que fueron a Israel y Jerusalén dicen que es mi fácil para ellos entender el Evangelio después de haber visto los lugares descritos 
en el. Alguien dijo que ver esos lugares es como encontrar otro libro del Evangelio que habla por si mismo de la vida de Jesús. Tal vez en dos 
años podamos hacer una peregrinación parroquial a Tierra Santa, para dar testimonio y comprender mejor lo que le sucedió a Jesús. Comience 
a ahorrar para el viaje, para que pueda ser como esos discípulos asombrados al ver con sus propios ojos que Jesús predijo con sus palabras y 
confirmo con su vida. 
 
 Incluso hoy en día es difícil entender como los eventos que ocurrieron hace dos mil años continúan moldeando nuestras vidas y como 
continúan dando sentido a nuestra vida y aun mas a nuestra muerte. ¿Cómo es que, lo que paso a Jesús es la fuente de vida eterna para todos? 
Cada uno de nosotros tiene que responder personalmente a Jesús, sobre el significado de sus vida y su muerte para nosotros. Cada uno de 
nosotros  esta invitado a seguirlo como lo hicieron los discípulos. Nadie lo tiene fácil, todos tienen que hacerlo personal: Jesús y yo. ¿Quién soy 
yo para Jesús? ¿Y quien es Jesús para mi? La respuesta será escrita por nuestra vida, por  nuestras palabras y aun mas por nuestro hecho. 
¿Cómo la vida de Jesús afecto mi vida? 
 
 Este Domingo es el único Domingo del año en el que escucharemos todos el relato de la Pasión de Jesús, que de nuevo el Viernes 
Santo lo celebraremos, pero como afectara nuestra vida personal depende de cada uno de nosotros. Como los discípulos estaban confundidos y 
perdidos sobre lo que estaba sucediendo, así puede ser para nosotros poder conectar bien nuestra vida con la de Jesús. El es el único Salvador 
y no hay otro. 
 
 Volvamos nuestros corazones y nuestras vidas a El, quien puede perdonar  nuestros pecados y salvar nuestras almas, y darnos el 
regalo de la vida eterna en la gloria del cielo. Sigamos a Jesús no solo en procesión con la palma en la mano, sino que  seamos sus verdaderos 
amigos, que perseveran con el incluso en su  cruz y, finalmente, en el cielo. Ese es el propósito de nuestra vida cristiana, y Cuaresma es parte 
del camino hacia esta unión y comunión con Jesús por medio dela oración, el ayuno y las buenas obras. 
 
 Venga a la celebración de la Ultima Cena Jueves Santo, luego al Vía Crucis el Viernes Santo en 3rd Avenida a las 2:00 PM, y para la 
Vigilia de Pascua el Sábado Santo, el Domingo de Pascua. ¿Perseveras con Jesús en esos días o es demasiado para  ti? Si necesitas algo en tu 
vida de Jesús, asegúrate de mostrarle tu compromiso de estar con el  en su necesidad, para que El pueda estar contigo  en tu necesidad.

La Croix, Instrument du salut de l’humanité 
La mort infamante de Jésus sur la croix était 
pour les Juifs un jugement de Dieu, et même 

une malédiction (Ga 3, 13). C’était une honte et, 
comme de nombreux témoignages le prouvent, 

un motif de mépris et de raillerie. A ce sujet, 
Paul écrit : « les Juifs demandent des miracles et les Grecs recherchent ; la      

sagesse ; mais nous, nous prêchons une Messie crucifie, scandale pour les juifs 
et folie pour les païens » (1Co 1, 22-230 Ainsi Paul reconnait-il dans la mort de 
Jésus « l’amour insondable de Dieu qui n’a pas épargné son propre Fils mais l’a 

livré pour nous. (Rm 8, 32-39) ; Jn 5,18-19) 
La croix représente le sommet de l’amour de Dieu. Donc le chrétien a t- il     

raison de sombrer dans le désespoir ? quand les choses vont mal ? Quand il est 
rejeté et persécuté dans sa vision du monde ? Le Chris n’a-t-il pas dit en Jn 15, 

18.20 : « Si le monde vous hait, sachez que moi, il m’a pris en haine avant 
vous. Rappelez-vous la parole que je vous ai dite : le serviteur n’est pas plus 

grand que son maitre. S’ils m’ont persécuté, vous aussi, ils vous                    
persécuteront. »
