 19th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
 
 Our walk with Jesus continues after he taught us how to pray, he 
told us to ask for the gift of the Holy Spirit that would lead us to harmony 
with God’s will in our lives. Then Jesus counsels us not to be too attached 
to the earthly, material things but to be rich in the things of heaven.  
  
 In today’s Gospel Jesus invites us to be good stewards of what was 
entrusted to us; so that if we want to get to heaven we need to make sure 
that our hearts are set on things of heaven. As Jesus says: “for where 
your treasure is, there also will your heart be”. Is your heart set on the 
things of heaven ??? If we want to get to heaven, we need to set the GPS 
of our heart on heaven. As he promises us, the treasure of heaven will be 
ours for eternity. We will take nothing material with us to heaven, only 
treasures of good deeds will go with us.

Let’s be good stewards of the gift 
of faith entrusted to us. Let us work for the treasure in heaven, where much can’t destroy it nor thief can 
still it.

Here are some items our pantry needs this month: soup, Goya beans, cereal, jelly, juices, pasta, sauce, rice, toilet  
paper, tissues, paper towels, shampoo, conditioner, body wash, soap, deodorant, toothpaste, shaving cream, disposable 
razors, diapers (size 4 & 5), baby wipes, feminine hygiene products, pet food and laundry detergent. 
 

The supply list is always very extensive: black and white composition notebooks, #2 Ticonderoga pencils, zippered 
pencil cases, pencil sharpeners with covers, pens, Crayola crayons, liquid glue, glue sticks, Fiscar scissors, highlight-
ers, dry erase markers, thin washable markers, rulers, 3x5 ruled index cards, Post-its, 1", 2” and 3" binders, dividers 
with tabs (for binders), loose leaf paper, construction paper, 2-pocket folders (laminated or plastic), lunch bags and 
backpacks. No Spiral Notebooks.

Paraboles sur la vigilance (Lc 12 : 32-48) 
 

Dans cet extrait de l’Evangile de Luc, Jésus nous présente deux paraboles. La première est un 
appel du maitre a ses disciples : ‘de rester en tenue d’éveil et la seconde traite du verdict en 
fonction de notre choix. 
 
Jésus commence par inviter tous les disciples en tenue de travail. Ils sont comparés alors (v. 
36-38) a des serviteurs dont le maitre, parti a une noce, peut revenir à n’importe quel moment 
de la nuit. Pour illustrer le même thème de la vigilance, la deuxième parabole rappelle qu’un 
maitre de maison ne sait jamais à quelle heure il sera cambriolé. Il est impossible de se  
réveiller au bon moment. La leçon qui en découle – être sur ses gardes. 
 
Très chers amis, beaucoup de sectes millénaristes préconisent la venue de Jésus. La plupart 
d’entre-deux sont parvenus même à donner des dates relatives a cette venue. Ses disciples lui 
ont également fait cette même interrogation. Il affirme son ignorance totale à ce propos.   
Toutefois, il atteste que cela est du ressort de son Père. Jésus veut que sa venue soit conçue 
comme une urgence. Comme chrétiens, nous avons une conduite à adopter dans la vie  
présente, qui est un temps d’attente. L’engagement tout comme le sens de responsabilité est 
impérieux pour tout un chacun en vue de ce salut. Efforçons-nous a être de bons gérants afin 
que nous ne soyons pas surpris.
