1st Week of Advent
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CS N NC AR Dear Sisters and Brothers,

DESK 3 I hope everyone had a great Thanksgiving celebrat-
ing with family and friends, and rejoicing in good things of
life. Hopefully we all found ways to share with others
something of our blessings. As we share material things
with others, we cause their hearts to rejoice in the
goodness of God. Sharing it is love in action.

Thanksgiving, is as well the time to be grateful to God for everything we
are and have. The best thing is to be grateful daily, this habit will predispose us to be happy. And since
we all want happiness, so we all should be professionals in being gratefil. “What are you grateful for to-
day??? “. Someone made it a habit to number three things every day to be grateful for. The person was
always cheerful and pleasant to be around, because a grateful person it is a happy person, and we all are
attracted to joyful people. Try it for yourself. Want to be happy ??? Be grateful and happiness will come
your way.

This Sunday we are starting Advent and a new Liturgical Year, to renew our hope and trust in
God and in his promise of salvation. Advent is a season observed as a time of expectant waiting and
preparation for both, the celebration of the Nativity of Jesus at Christmas, and the return of Jesus at the
Second Coming. The term is a version of the Latin word meaning “coming’. The Latin word adventus is
the transiation of the Greek word parousia, commonly used to refer to the Second Coming of Christ.

For Christians, the Season of Advent anticipates the coming of Christ from three different
perspectives. ‘Since the time of Bernard of Clairvaux (d.1153), Christians have spoken of the three
comings of Christ: in the flesh in Bethlehem, in our hearts daily, and in glory at the end of time”. The
season offers the opportunity to share in the ancient longing for the coming of the Messiah, and to be
alert for his Second Coming.

Advent commences on the fourth Sunday before Christmas—the Sunday nearest to St. Andrew’s
Day (30 November). It can fall on any date between 27 November and 3 December. When Christmas Day
Iis a Monday, Advent Sunday will fall on its latest possible date.

Practices associated with Advent include keeping an Advent calendar, lighting an Advent wreath,
praying an Advent daily devotional, preparing a Christmas tree, setting up Christmas decorations.
First Advent was that of time before Christ coming in the flesh in Bethlehem. His birth was foretold by
God, His coming was promised by God since the time of Adam and Eva had sinned and the Lord told
them of punishment, but as well of salvation. The execution of this promise was always a mystery, be it
regarding time or the way it would unfold. No one could imagine, that God would become a man in
Christ. No one could imagine that he would become a bread for us to eat him, and that he would die and
rise again in glory.

Celebrating Christmas, we celebrate the promises that were already accomplished, and we wait
for accomplishment of those still missing, as his Second Coming in glory to judge the living and the dead,
with his Kingdom that will have no end. Jesus comes to take us to
eternal life with God in heaven forever, as a reward for placing faith
and trust in him, and for acting according to the law of love for God

and for our neighbor. Let’s await him with the good deeds in our
hands.

Este Domin-
go comenzamos el Tiempo de Adviento y el nuevo Afio Liturgico, para renovar nuestra esperanza y confianza en Dios y en sus
promesa de salvacion . El Adviento es una temporada observada como tiempo de espera expectante y preparacion para ambos, la
celebracion de la Natividad de Jesus en Navidad, y el regreso de Jesus en la Segunda Vanida. El termino es una version de la
palabra Latina que significa “venir”. La palabra Latina adventus es la traduccion de la palabra griega parusia, comunmente utilizada
para referirse a la Segunda Venida de Cristo. Para los Cristianos, la temporada de Adviento anticipa la venida de Cristo desde tres
perspectivas diferentes. “Desde la época de Bernardo Clara val (fallecido en 1553), los Cristianos han hablado de las tres venidas
de Cristo: en la carne en Belén, diariamente en nuestros corazones y en la gloria al final de los tiempos”. La temporada ofrece la
oportunidad de compartir el antiguo anhelo por la venida del Mesias y estar alerta por su Segunda Venida.

La temporada de Adviento comienza el cuarto Domingo antes de Navidad: el Domingo mas cercano al dia de San Andrés (30 de
Noviembre). Puede caer en cualquier fecha entre el 27 de Noviembre y el 3 de Diciembre. Cuando el dia de Navidad es un lunes, el
Domingo de Adviento caera en su ultima fecha posible.

Las practicas asociadas con el Adviento incluyen mantener un calendario de Adviento, iluminacién y corona de Adviento,
rezar un devocional diario de Adviento, preparar un arbol de Navidad y colocar adornos Navidefios. El primer Adviento fue el del
tiempo antes de que Cristo viniera en carne en Belén. Su nacimiento fue predicho por Dios, su venida fue prometida por Dios des-
de que Adan y Eva pecaron y el Sefior les hablo del castigo, pero también de la salvacion. La ejecucién de esta promesa siempre
fue un misterio, ya sea con respecto al tiempo o la forma en que se desarrollaria. Nadie podria imaginar que Dios se transformaria
en un hombre en la persona de Cristo. Nadie podia imaginar que se convertiria en un pan para que lo comiéramos, y que moriria,
resucitaria y volveria en gloria.

Celebrando la Navidad, celebramos las promesas que ya se cumplieron, y esperamos el cumplimiento de los que aun fal-
tan, como su Segunda Venida en gloria para juzgar a los vivos y a los muertos, con su Reino que no tendra fin. Jesus viene a llevar-
