Dear Sisters and Brothers,

As we listen to the readings of this Sunday we are encouraged to
keep our trust and focus on the Lord. Not to be self centered and focused
on oneself, neither to be totally focused on others, but to be above all
mindful of the Lord. It is the Lord who is always with us, who knows
everything about us and all that we are going through. It is the Lord who
lowered himself to be able to walk with us, and on the end of the
pilgrimage of life it is He, who will take us to heaven. Jesus saved
everyone and now is the time for us to enjoy the fruits of his sacrifice. It
means we want to live our life as his friends who accepted his gift of life,
ready to offer it back to him, to dispose of it. As Saint Paul says: “it is no
longer I, but Christ who lives in me. “ Mindful of this gift of salvation,
nothing should become bigger than our friendship with Christ.

]

This is why the Beatitudes in the Gospel, urge us to be committed to the cause of salvation for
everyone, and that involvement will help us to be in proper relationship to the Lord, to others and to
ourselves. That heavenly perspective will help us to stay within the proclamation of the Gospel, with Jesus
as guide and the goal of all our doings.

As Saint Paul said in the letter to Corinthians: our hope from Christ can not limit itself to this life,
it has to be concerning our resurrection and eternal life with Christ. In this life we have to take on some
hardship for our own salvation and for the salvation of others. If we join Jesus in his mission of salvation
we will always experience some hardships and challenges, but for the Lord it is worthy. We will work for
him, with Him and through Him, and we will never be totally satisfied until we will know that all are
saved. Since that will never be accomplished in our personal small world, this is why the need for us to
take up the cross and follow Christ. This is why Blessed are the people who accept the challenge of the call
and keep extending their life towards God and towards neighbors.

On the end of Beatitudes, Jesus gives warning to those who are self satisfied, self content, self
sufficient, self serving, self centered; since that implies ignoring the troubles of others, their sufferings,
their pains, their crosses. The person belonging to Christ has to live in solidarity with others. The person
that is a friend of Jesus has to be friends of the poor, the suffering and the needy, as Jesus is not going to
rest until his lost sheep is found, so is with those who follow Jesus, they will share in his preoccupation
and they will make themselves dissponible for the accomplishment of his mission.

This is why first reading warns us not to place our total trust in other human being, but in God
himself. Salvation comes only from the Lord. Other human persons are only the imperfect instruments.
How often we are hurt because of our disappointment with others. God will never disappoint us, and only
to Him we owe our soul and our existence, our reverence and adoration, our everything.

Let us be on our way to participate in the Beatitudes by making ourselves of service to the Gospel.
Serving the Lord, by serving the Church in some capacity according to the needs and our possibilities.
Whom should I send??? Said the Lord. Here I am, send me!, told Isaiah. Are you offering your
dissponibility to the Lord 2?? Or are you looking for the Lord to fulfill your plans ???

Who’s plans will last 2?? Remember, it is the Lord who saves !!!
