LA SANTISIMA TRINIDAD

El Misterio de la Trinidad se entiende desde la Revelacion, y no precisamente desde la razon.
Cierto dia S. Agustin se paseaba por la orilla de la playa reflexionando acerca de la Trinidad.
En su recorrido se encontrd a un niflo que acercaba entre sus manos agua del mar a un pequefio
agujero en la arena. El Santo pregunto intrigado del porqué de su juego...este respondid: “mi
intencion se depositar en éste toda el agua del mar”; “eso es imposible”, le dijo Agustin...
“igual es que tu quieras meter el Misterio de Dios en tu cabeza ™.

Desde un primer momento los discipulos y la primera comunidad cristiana entendieron que el
Dios Unico y verdadero era sin embargo Trinidad de Personas, iguales en Naturaleza y
dignidad, pero distintas en su accionar: Creacion, Encarnacion y Pentecostés. La dificultad se
presenta cuando nosotros entendemos Personas en el sentido de “individuos”, cuando decimos
Trinidad nos referimos mas bien a la Misidon que cada Persona de la Trinidad cumple en la
Historia de la Salvacion: el Padre que crea = el Hijo que se encarna = el Espiritu Santo que
dispensa sus dones.

Otra forma de acercarnos a la Trinidad, es mediante las imagenes. Pensemos un momento en el
Sol (un astro), en su Luz y en su Calor...decimos Sol e instantdineamente entendemos que su
funcion iluminadora y su efecto favorable (vitamina D) es una misma cosa; cuando decimos
Dios: entendemos que es Uno y es también Padre + Hijo + Espiritu Santo...por lo mismo,
aunque los “eNvangélicos” piensan que los catdlicos nos araiiamos la cara cuando nos santigua-
mos, es una apreciacion muy vaga, aunque efectivamente en ninguna parte del Evangelio dice
que hay que santiguarse, es uno de los mejores signos que resumen este Misterio:

Por la Senial, de la Santa cruz, de nuestros enemigos, libranos Serior Dios nuestro. En el
Nombre del Padre, y del Hijo, y del Espiritu Santo. Amén

Le Paraclet, guide des disciples (Jn 16, 12-15)

Jésus a donné ’essentiel de sa révélation. Simplement 1’Esprit fera comprendre ce qui s’est
passé. L’Esprit fera ce que Dieu faisait déja dans 1’ancienne Alliance : guider les croyants
vers sa vérité (Ps 25, 2). Cette conduite vers la vérité n’est pas seulement une acquisition de
connaissance, elle est intelligence pratique et existentielle de la Bonne Nouvelle.

L’Esprit fera connaitre ce qui va venir, non en prédisant I’avenir ou en apportant une nouvelle
révélation inutile apres Jésus, mais en ’éclairant a I’aide du mystére de Jésus. En définitive,
I’Esprit poursuit ce que Jésus a fait : révéler aux hommes le mystére de Dieu. Etant le dernier
mot aux hommes, Jésus reste en partie une énigme pour les hommes, tant que 1’Esprit ne nous
ouvre pas a I’intelligence profonde de son mystere.

En ce dimanche 16 juin, ’Eglise célébre la Solennité de la Treés Sainte Trinité. Nous contem-
plons le symbole d’un Dieu-Trine. Dieu, le Pére ; Dieu, le Fils ; Dieu, I’Esprit. Les trois ne
font qu’UN. La distinction entre les trois n’est que chronologique et non substantielle. Car le
Peére existe de toute éternité ; le Fils, venu dans le temps, fut dans la conception méme du
| Pere ; et I’Esprit Saint, depuis meme 1’Ancien testament, a un réle fondamental, puisqu’il
régénére (redonne vie), remplit et fortifie. Parmi tous les dons que Dieu confére a I’humanité,
il n’y a pas de plus grand que la présence du Saint Esprit. En cette féte de la Trés Sainte
Trinité, demandons au Seigneur la grace de vivre dans I’UNITE pour le bonheur de son Eglise
et vue de notre salut.
