Corpus Christi Sunday  

 
 
Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
  
 It was a rich Sacramental year for us regarding our Family Faith 
Formation, as Bertha Keenan our Director along with Deacons and all 
teachers prepared 137 kids for First Communion, of whom thirty seven  
were baptized, then we had ninety five youth for Confirmation and forty 
four adults of whom nine were baptized. The classes for adults were     
directed by Jose and Carmen Nunez and Wayne Goldman. We had over 
600 kids in our faith formation program. We have a strong promising 
Youth Group of around 70 youth and growing with Tony Bellizzi and  
Vilma Amaya helping to coordinate. 
  
 Bishop Henning did a great job with Confirmation last Saturday and we invited all of our youth to 
join the youth group to continue to grow in faith. 
  
 Already we have begun the registrations for next school year to begin in September. If you or  
anyone you know is missing any of their Sacraments, please don’t wait for the last moment, registration is  
already happening. The same is valid for children, you may call the Religious Education Office in the 
basements of the church 631-231-7344 and register your children. Once more I want to thank everyone 
helping with the Religious Education and Faith Formation of our children, youth and adults. 
  
 It is important to continue to surrender our lives to Christ by receiving Him in the Eucharist. As 
we contemplated last week the Blessed Trinity, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, they come to us in 
every Sacrament. Through the Sacraments we became the temple of God. As they say: “we become what 
we eat “. Every reception of the Sacraments  is our statement of faith declaring Jesus as our Lord and 
Savior and receiving the Blessed Trinity into our life and soul. 
  
 This Sunday’s feast of Corpus Christi brings to evidence how important for us is Jesus in the Holy 
Communion. As Jesus says: “I am the bread of life, if you eat this bread you will have eternal life “. On 
this weekend Masses we will have a moment of adoration and blessing with the Blessed Sacrament at the 
end of each mass.  At the 7pm Saturday evening Spanish Mass we will make a procession around the 
church, signifying presence of Christ on our paths of life. Pay attention to the text of the Sequence  
composed by Thomas Aquinas for this feast, it helps to understand the mystery of Christ’s presence in the 
Consecrated Bread and Wine. 
  
 “Jesus is the Lord “, as Saint Paul says, if we say it with faith than the Holy Spirit dwells within 
our hearts, because no one can say it without the help of the Holy Spirit. May God bless you always!!!  
May Christ be your way, your truth and your life !!!

La Fête-Dieu, appelée aussi Fête du Saint-Sacrement,  
Corpus Domini, Corpus  Christi, est une fête religieuse essentiellement catholique et 
parfois anglicane1 célébrée le jeudi qui suit la Trinité, c'est-à-dire soixante jours après 
Pâques, ou le dimanche d'après dans certains pays comme la France. Son nom officiel 
dans l’Église catholique est « Solennité du Corps et du Sang du Christ ». Cette fête 
commémore la présence réelle de Jésus-Christ dans le sacrement de l'Eucharistie, c'est-
à-dire sous les espèces (apparences sensibles) du pain et du vin consacrés au cours du 
sacrifice eucharistique (Messe). 
  
Les origines de la Fête du Corps et du Sang du Christ remontent au XIIIe siècle. L'élé-
vation de l'hostie, lors de la messe, manifestait déjà le désir de contempler le Saint-
Sacrement. Mais l'impulsion décisive en vue d'une fête spécialement consacrée au 
Corps et au Sang du Christ fut donnée par sainte Julienne de Cornillon et la bienheu-
reuse Ève de Liège. Cette fête fut instituée officiellement le 8 septembre 1264 par le 
pape Urbain IV, ancien archidiacre de Liège.  
Jésus dans l’Evangile selon St Jean, d’une façon singulière au chapitre 6e, présente la 
fameuse apologie sur le pain de vie. « Celui qui mange mon corps et boit à la vie éter-
nelle. » (Jn 6, 54) Autrement dit, l’Eucharistie est ce médicament immortel, ce repas 
éternel, cette nourriture impérissable dont le corps a besoin pour survivre.  Et le Caté-
chisme de l’Eglise Catholique définit l’Eucharistie comme étant la Source et Sommet 
de toute la vie de l’Eglise. Ainsi, mes chers amis, en célébrant aujourd’hui la fête du 
Très Saint Sacrement, je vous invite à vivre toujours de l’Eucharistie car elle est cette 
force qui nous permet d’y parvenir.
