16th Sunday in Ordinary Time
Dear Sisters and Brothers,

How great it was to be affirmed by Jesus in the Gospel last
Sunday, when Jesus made it simple for us, how to obtain eternal life. He
told us that if we - love God and our neighbor as ourselves - than we will
get to heaven. Than He explained that we have to be good to others as the
Good Samaritan was to the stranger. We have to be good to all people and
so we can be assured of getting to heaven. It is the shortest way to heaven
described to us in this wonderful practical way. Good Samaritan teaches
us how to be good to others, how to serve those in need.

Today’s Gospel teaches us how to love and serve Jesus, how to
care about his desire to communicate his love to us, and how to spend our
time with him to foster this mutual communication of love. Martha and
Mary give us a good example of how to approach Jesus and how to serve
him.

It is important that we spend time with Jesus. That is the only way
that we can communicate with him like with any other person. We need our time to tell God what we carry
in our hearts, and we need to listen, to be able to perceive what God has to tell us in return. If we want to
know the love of God, we need to spend time with God. Martha and Mary were already friends with Jesus,
yet their attitude was quite different. Martha worried about all things too much, trying to serve Jesus with
all her human perfection to the point of accusing Mary and Jesus about not caring, what was totally false.

The activism of Martha was overwhelming, and was motivated by her perfectionism and not by her
love. Jesus and Mary found a way to communicate love mutually in the encounter of adoration - Mary
seated at the feet of Jesus. That attitude of adoration was foreign to Martha who could not find meaning
in peaceful spending time with Jesus. In fact the prayer of adoration is not easy. We need to learn how to
spend time with God.

Are you like Martha? Always doing something without stopping and taking time for God ? Are you
thinking that all the world depends on you and your hard work???

It is true, we need people committed to serving in church, in parish, at home, but it has to be done
in the right attitude. If your service makes you angry and brings you anxiety, there is something wrong in
your attitude and you should talk about it with God or other spiritual person to see the reasons for your
unhappiness.

But definitely we have plenty to learn from Mary. How to spend time with the one that loves us and
whom we love. We want to foster this mutual relationship of love as we would want to do in regard to
person whom we discover that they love us and we love them. It is nothing more and nothing less, it is true
relationship between God and us. Communication is this same as between two hearts, deep and personal.
This is where love is found - in encounter of two hearts that care about each other.

I myself realize how loud we are in the church before and after Mass. How little time we find to
spend in personal quiet time before and after Mass. We all would need more adoration time. Maybe we
should do like Pope Benedict suggested that we should spend a couple of minutes in silence after reading
the Gospel, but especially after receiving Holy Communion, so we would learn to listen and to adore The
Lord. We need more of those personal moments of quiet and adoration to foster this communication of
love with God.

Do you need more of God’s love 2?? Do you want more of God’s love 2?? Than you need to do
like Mary, sit at the feet of Jesus and give him the chance to communicate it to you. Let me know if it
works. After this lesson from Mary, we all should be happy people, aware of the greatness of God’s love
for us, wearing the big smile on our face and happiness in our hearts.
God bless everyone always !!!

Here are some items we need this month: soup, Goya beans, cereal, jelly (small jars),
juices, toilet paper, tissues, paper towels, shampoo, conditioner, body wash, soap, deo-
dorant, toothpaste, tooth brushes, shaving cream, disposable razors, diapers (size 4 &
5), baby wipes, feminine hygiene products, pet food and laundry detergent.
