It is the greatest of all gifts, to be a mother, to be literally giving life it is the most godlike thing to
be done by any creature.

Le tout
peut se résumer en un seul mot : “aimer”. Saint Augustin nous le rappelle : « Le bon Maitre nous recommande
souvent la charité comme le seul commandement possible. Sans la charité toutes les autres bonnes qualités ne
servent a rien. La charité, en effet, méne forcément I'homme a toutes les autres vertus qui le rendent bon ».

It will obtain for souls the abundant
mercy of God. It will withdraw the hearts of men from the
love of the world and its vanities, and will lift them to the
desire of eternal things. Oh, that souls would sanctify
themselves by this means.

5. The soul which recommends itself to me by the recitation
of the Rosary shall not perish.

6. Those who recite my Rosary devoutly, applying
themselves to the consideration of its sacred mysteries,
shall never be conquered by misfortune. In His justice, God
will not chastise them; nor shall they perish by an
unprovided death, i.e., be unprepared for heaven. Sinners
shall convert. The just shall persevere in grace and become
worthy of eternal life.

7. Those who have a true devotion to the Rosary shall not
die without the sacraments of the Church.

8. Those who faithfully recite the Rosary shall have, during
their life and at their death, the light of God and the
plenitude of His graces.

La Carta para la Proteccion de Nifios y Jovenes (The Charter) pro-
mulgada por los obispos de los Estados Unidos en 2002 describe
practicas y pautas especificas que brindan estandares de seguridad
en parroquias y diocesis en todo Estados Unidos. Como se indica
en La Carta, la Didcesis de Rockville Center requiere que todos los
empleados, clérigos y voluntarios completen tres requisitos dentro
de los treinta dias posteriores al empleo o al voluntariado: 1. Asistir
al Programa de Protegiendo a los Nifios de Dios (Virtus)2. Fir-
mar los Codigos de Conducta;3. Completar una aplicacion de veri-
ficacion de antecedentes. La Didcesis requiere que todos aquellos
que permanecen activos en ministerio sean re-evaluados nuevamen-
te en un intervalo de 5 afios. Voluntarios / empleados.

Background Screening Update
The Office for the Protection of Children and Young Peo-
ple:

The Charter for the Protection of Children and Young People
(The Charter) promulgated by the Bishops of the United
States in 2002 outlines specific practices and guidelines
providing standards of safety in parishes and dioceses
throughout the United States. As directed in The Charter, the
Diocese of Rockville Centre requires all employees, clergy,
and volunteers to complete three requirements within thirty
days of employment or volunteering: Attend Protecting
God’s Children Program (Virtus)Sign the Codes of Con-
duct; Complete a background screen application. The Dio-
cese requires all those who remain in active ministry be re-
screened at 5 yr. intervals. volunteers/employees.

A Word on Background Screening of Volunteers:
The Office for the Protection of Children and Young People
(OFPCYP) has streamlined the volunteer application process
enabling volunteers to complete the three safe environment
requirements in one step. Individuals wishing to volunteer in
a parish or school:

Register to attend a Protecting God’s Children class and

create a Virtus account on the Virtus website:

www. Virtus.org

Electronically acknowledge the Diocesan Code of
Conduct- provided during the Virtus registration
process.

Follow the instructions to complete the Sterling Vol-
unteers background screening application back-
ground offered during the Virtus registration
process.

Active Volunteers:

If you are active in a parish ministry, have already attended
Virtus and have been background screened you may be at — or
beyond- the Syr. rescreening requirement. If this is the case,
you will receive an email from Sterling Volunteers asking
you to complete the background screening application on-
line. You may access the background screening application
by following the prompt in the email or logging into your
Virtus account. Please be aware-this is not a scam nor has
your e-mail been hacked. The OFPCYP has been working
with your parish to update the Safe Environment records and
noted it is time for you to be rescreened. You may also be
prompted to electronically resign the Code of Conduct when
you log into your Virtus account.
