Dear Sisters and Brothers,

This week we celebrated Labor Day on Monday; on Wednesday September 8th we celebrated the
birthday of the Blessed Mother, and on Saturday the Memorial of 9/11 and we pray for the victims and survivors of that tragic day.
We pray for the families of those who lost their lives and for the healing of their hearts. We pray for the end of terrorism and violence
on our streets. We place all our lives and our whole Parish and whole of Brentwood in the Blessed Mother’s hands.

This coming week, on the 14th, we celebrate The Exultation of the Cross, and next day is the feast of the Blessed Mother under
the title of Our Lady of Sorrows. | am giving you the calendar of the feasts, so you realize how connected they are. Someone can
ask: why do we have so many feasts of Blessed Mother? The answer is simple: She is the Mother of our Savior Jesus. Some of the
feasts refer directly to her life, as her birthday; some to the mystery of our redemption, as Our Lady of Sorrows; some to our national
and cultural expression of our devotion as: Our Lady of Cisne or Altagracia, Regina de la Paz, Perpetual Help, etc.

Our yearly procession in honor of the birthday of the Blessed Virgin Mary sponsored by the Legion of Mary came on 9/11, and to it
we added the feast of Our Lady of Cisne, the image of Blessed Mother venerated in Ecuador. Our Ecuadorian community
cosponsors the procession and the reception after. Over the weekend Masses, we will pray for those intentions of Legionnaires and
of Ecuadorian Community. In the procession we will carry the Blessed Sacrament and let Jesus take possession of the streets of
our city. We will carry banners or emblems of different groups as they want to participate in this expression of our faith.

It is good that we continue to express our love for the Mother of Our Lord and entrust to her all that is in our hearts. We give her
all joys and blessings, and we give her all our troubles and sorrows. She responds to us always and guides us on the way to
heaven. She brings maternal healing and love into our hearts and lives. She teaches us to do whatever Jesus tells us to do.

In the Gospel of this Sunday (Mark 8:27-35), Jesus is asking the Apostles: “Who do people say that | am?” Then He directed
same question to the disciples themselves, “But who do you say that | am?” It is the answer to this powerful question that will direct
our lives. It will inspire the way we live our life, the way we work and pray and have fun. It will affect the way we treat others. It has a
power to transform our lives if only we find time to stop and answer it for ourselves.

Peter, as often happened in the crucial moments of his discipleship, gives the right answer: “You are the Christ”, that means the
Anointed, the Chosen One, the Savior, the Messiah. Peter’s faith will define the rest of his life and become the foundation for the
whole Church of Jesus. Nevertheless, it didn’t protect Peter from making some major mistakes, as his betrayal of Jesus. So, it was
in this Gospel situation, that soon after Peter gives his powerful profession of faith, he is trying to interpret the events foretold by
Jesus. Then Jesus utters his harshest words ever said to anyone in the Gospel: “Get behind me, Satan. You are thinking not as
God does, but as human beings do.”

How terribly mistaken can our human thinking be? How far from God’s will can our will be? Lord save us from our erroneous and
selfish human preservation thinking. Save us from presumption and arrogance of thinking that we know the best. Lord save us from
Satan’s snares. Lord save us!

In second reading St. James gives us the hint, how to keep peace and stay on track, by telling us to keep expressing our faith
with our deeds and not just with words. This we could see well done with the example of Saints who professed their faith with words,
but above all with their deeds. The best example for us is Mother Theresa of Calcutta, whose feast we celebrated on September
5th, that was 24th anniversary of her death. Let her example keep our faith practical and real in our daily life.

A T'occasion de la confession de foi faite par Simon Pierre, Jésus, « leur défendit alors vivement de
parler de Lui a personne » (Mc 8,30). Sa condition messianique et de Fils de Dieu devait étre trans-
misse au peuple juif avec une pédagogie progressive. Plus tard, il devrait arriver le moment su-
préme quand Jésus déclarerait -d'une fois pour toutes- qu'll était le Fils de Dieu : « C’est vous qui
dites que je le suis » (Lc 22,70). Et depuis, il n'y a plus d'excuses pour ne pas le déclarer et le re-
connaitre comme le Fils de Dieu, qui est venu au monde pour notre salut. Encore plus : Nous qui
sommes baptisés, avons le joyeux devoir "sacerdotal" de proclamer I'Evangile dans le monde entier
et a toute la création (cf. Mc 16,15). Cet appel a la proclamation de la Bonne Nouvelle est d'autant
plus urgent lorsque 1'on prend en considération que on continue a raconter a son sujet tout genre
d'opinions trompeuses, et méme blasphémes.

Mais l'annonce de son messianisme et l'avénement de son Royaume doivent passer par la Croix. En
effet, le Christ « leur enseigna qu'il fallait que le Fils de I'homme souffre beaucoup » (Mc 8,31), et
le Catéchisme nous rappelle que « I’Eglise avance dans son pélerinage a travers les persécutions du
monde et les consolations de Dieu » (n. 769). Voici, donc, le chemin pour suivre le Christ et le don-
ner a connaitre : « Si quelqu'un veut marcher derriére moi (...) qu'il prenne sa croix, et qu'il me
suive» (Mc 8,34).
