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- Dear Sisters and Brothers,

The scriptures of this Sunday remind us of the basic truth about our happiness, that comes from
marriage and family life. It is interesting how the subject of marriage, has a central place in the Bible from the very beginning, right
from creation. God made it that way. It was the purpose of having this adequate company, that would bring the fullness of life and
happiness for both: a man and a woman.

Family is a source of life, and marriage is a contract, a statement, a promise mutually made by husband and wife, who
recognize each other as the partner for life: “to have and to hold, from this day forward, for better, for worse, for richer, for poorer, in
sickness and in health, until death do us part”.

It's a powerful statement, it's powerful promise, but without it there is no happiness for the family, no happiness for each
individual spouse/parent, no happiness for the children. Marriage and family are the source of life, happiness and goodness in life.
Also, it may be as well the source of pain and suffering. But the whole difference is bound by the love that is found in the family.

Love: it is unselfish giving and receiving. If selfishness takes over, there is no love. It’s like the money in the bank. If no one puts
money in, the bank cannot exist. So it is with love, if no one gives it, it does not exist.

If there is no love, there is no happiness. If there is love, nothing can disturb the happiness. With love in the family, even the
crosses are bearable. Without the love, the crosses are disastrous.

We receive so much love from our family and home which we don't even realize. It is only, when we see a broken person and
broken life, then we ask what went wrong in this person’s life. The strength that we find in our life, in a great measure comes from
faith; faith in God, faith in others, faith in ourselves. All three of them are intertwined, and all three of them are received and
perceived through the family experience. It is the family, that gives us the necessary assurance in all three of them. Family is our
rock. Family is our foundation. Family is our strength. Family is our refuge. Family is our shelter. Family is our happiness.

Family can as well be the source of suffering and deprivation, if it is dysfunctional. But in order for it to be normal, it's necessary
that there be love, respect, self-sacrifice, then it accomplishes its purpose of channeling life and happiness. This is why Jesus
stands in defense of marriage and family. There is no better place to be happy and accomplished, to be in love and to love, then the
family.

This is why we expect people to make their marriage choice and decision seriously, with awareness and consideration, with
definitive commitment and wholeheartedly, with knowledge of self and the knowledge of the other. This is why Jesus on the end of
today’s Gospel tells us, that we have to accept his teaching with simplicity of heart as children do, and then we will enter the
Kingdom of God.

In these days of October, we celebrate great Saints who were blessed with childlike hearts. On the October 1st we celebrated St.
Therese of Lisioux, the Saint of “the Little Way”, that is of getting to heaven doing small things with great love. On the 2nd of
October we celebrated our Guardian Angels, the Angels that look at God's face for us. Then, on the 4th we will celebrate St.
Francis, the lover of God and of all creation. On October 5th, St. Faustina, a Secretary of Divine Mercy as called by Jesus himself.
Then St. Bruno, a Saint and founder of the 1,000 years old order of Carthusians, that we have one monastery in Vermont. A 1,000-
year-old spirituality of prayer and contemplation, of anticipation of heaven while walking on earth.

What an incredible display of holiness and spirituality, beyond our imagination. All of it possible, because of great families, that
each of those Saints had. Families, where unselfish love and faith was shared. Good marriages are the foundation for good families.
Lord, bless all our marriages and families. Lord, bless even our pets, through the intercession of St. Francis, as today they are
considered a part of the family. Enjoy this weekend with your family and friends.

Hoy, los fariseos quieren poner a Jesis nuevamente en un
compromiso planteandole ia cuestion sobre el divorcio.

Jesis recuerda lo que dice el Libro del Génesis: «Al comienzo
del mundo, Dios los cred hombre vy mujer>» (Mc 10,6, cf. Gn 1,27).
JesiOs habla de una unidad gue sera la Humanidad. El hombre
dejara a sus padres y se unira a su mujer, siendo uno con ella
para formar la Humanidad. Esto supone una realidad nueva:
dos seres forman una unidad, no como una "asociacion™, sino
como procreadores de Humanidad. La conclusion es evidente:
«Lo que Dios unié, no lo separe el hombre» (Mc 10,9).

Mientras tengamos detl matrimonio una imagen de
"asociacion', la indisolubilidad resultara incomprensible. Si et
matrimonio se reduce a Iintereses asociativos, se comprende
gue la disolucidon aparezca como legitima. Hablar entonces de
matrimonio es un abuso de lenguaje, pues no es mMmas que la
asociacion de dos solteros deseosos de hacer mas agradable
su existencia. Cuando el Senor habla de matrimonio esta
diciendo otra cosa. El Concilio Vaticano Il nos recuerda: «Este
vinculo sagrado, con miras al bien, yva de los cOnvuges y su
prole, va de la sociedad, no depende del arbitrio humano. Dios
mismo es el autor de un Mmatrimonioc que ha dotado de varios
bienes v fines, todo 1o cual es de una enorme trascendencia
para la continuidad del género humano» (Gaudium et spes, n.
4 8).

De regreso a casa, los Apdstoles preguntan por las exigencias
del matrimonio, v a continuacion tiene lugar una escena
carinosa con los ninos. Ambas escenas estan relacionadas. La
segunda ensenanza es como una parabola que explica como
es posible el matrimonio.

Moise vous a donné ce précepte » (Mc 10,5).

Jésus leur rappelle ce qui est écrit dans le livre de la Geneése : « Au commencement de la création Dieu fit I'homme et
la femme » (Mc 10,6 ; cf. Gn 1,27). Jésus leur parle d'une unité qui formera I'humanité. L'homme laissera ses parents
et s'unira a sa femme, formant ainsi un seul étre pour établir 'Humanité. Cela suppose une réalité nouvelle : deux per-
sonnes formant une personne, non pas en tant qu'association mais en tant que géniteurs de I'Humanité tout entiére. La
conclusion est donc évidente : « Que 'homme donc ne sépare pas ce que Dieu a joint ».

Tant que nous aurons une idée du mariage comme étant une "association", 'indissolubilité de celui-ci nous parait
incompréhensible. Si le mariage se réduit a des intéréts communs d'association, on comprend que sa dissolution nous
semble légitime. Alors parler du mariage est un abus du langage, puisqu'il s'agit uniquement de deux personnes
célibataires qui s'associent pour rendre leur existence plus agréable. Quand Jésus parle du mariage il est en train de
nous décrire une autre chose ! Le Concile Vatican II nous rappelle : « En vue du bien des époux, des enfants et aussi de
la société, ce lien sacré échappa a la fantaisie de 'nomme. Car Dieu lui-méme est l'auteur du mariage qui posseéde en
propre des valeurs et des fins diverses : tout cela est d'une extréme importance pour la continuité du genre humain
» (Gaudium et spes, 48).

De retour a la maison les apotres demandent quelles sont les exigences du ma-
riage, suit alors un passage trés émouvant de I'Evangile avec les enfants qui vien-
nent vers Jésus. Les deux passages sont liés. Le deuxiéme étant comme une para-
bole qui nous explique comment le mariage est possible. Le Royaume de Dieu est
destiné a ceux qui ressemblent a un enfant et qui acceptent de construire quelque
chose de nouveau. De méme pour le  mariage, si on a bien saisi ce que cela veut
dire : tout laisser pour 'autre, s'unir et devenir un avec l'autre.
