Fourth Sunday of Advent

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

It is amazing how wonderful is God's plan to come to live among us and to save us. The plan set right at the garden
of Eden, prepared by announcements of the Prophets, comes to realization thousands of years later in a most human,
yet miraculous way. “The voice in the desert”, calling all to prepare the way for the Lord, John the Baptist, was the
immediate "sign", before Jesus manifested himself to the people of God. Jesus’ birth, was preceded with the
annunciation to the one, who was "full of grace", Blessed Virgin Mary.

Then, Saint Joseph had his annunciation by the Angel of the Lord, so that he would be able to overcome his fears
and provide the necessary support to Mary and Jesus, by providing them home and security. Without Joseph and his
commitment to his family, it would be impossible for Jesus to have a normal home. It was through Joseph's faith that
it was possible. Is this an indication of why the lack of faith makes it very difficult for normal families to live without
trauma of breakdown? Family needs the faith of both spouses to make it possible to survive the difficulties of life, and
that is true even for the Holy Family. Joseph's experience of faith and prayer, gives him strength to face all the
challenges of life, and helps Jesus to live a normal life and accomplish his mission of saving us.

In the Gospel of last Sunday, John the Baptist gives advice to everyone, how to do God’s will in all things and so to
prepare for the coming of Christ.

In the Gospel of this Sunday, we have the Blessed Mother herself, showing us by example how to prepare for
Jesus’ coming. Her way of preparation is the way of service to her older cousin Elisabeth. It is telling us, how service is
the best way to dispose us for receiving of Christ. It must be true for our family and our home as it was true for the
Blessed Mother. Did you try to be of service to others in your family, at your home, with your parents and siblings, in
your workplace, in school, in the parish? Or did you just wait for others to serve you?

In the encounter of Mary and Elisabeth, the Holy Spirit manifested himself by filling Elisabeth, who then couldn’t
stop herself from praising God and recognizing Christ’ presence in Mary. It is a great experience of how to experience
God'’s presence and power in humble service to others. “Blessed are you who believed that what was spoken to you
by the Lord would be fulfilled”. Are you blessed? Do you believe the word of God’s promises to you?

Be blessed! Believe! Remember: Jesus is the reason for the Christmas season!
