Second Sunday in Ordinary Time
Dear Sisters and Brothers, OO

This past Sunday we celebrated the Baptism of the Lord, that ended the Christmas season. At
the 3:00pm Mass, Bishop Richard Henning baptized 15 of our children and youth, who are
preparing as well for other Sacraments. We will baptize a few more on later date, as for some this
day was not possible to make it. Even though Christmas season ended, we will keep the season
flowers and decorations until they survive, given the care they need. Remember that the
celebration of the presentation of Jesus in the temple is on February 2nd, marking the 40 days after Christmas.

As you can notice, we have installed a new Tabernacle, that Tabernacle was intended to be in the storage room in
the sacristy, to be used when we empty the church Tabernacle for Holy Thursday celebration; but realizing, that this
Tabernacle is bigger and better decorated outside with the 12 Apostles around Jesus, it was decided to switch the
Tabernacles. The IHS monogram, is an abbreviation for the name of Jesus in Greek: IHSOUS. This Tabernacle comes
from the church that was closed in the Archdiocese of New York.

It is interesting to see how quickly we have moved from Christmas to the first miracle of Jesus this Sunday. After
John the Baptist indicated Jesus to his disciples, they started to follow Jesus, and ultimately they were called by him. It is
right on the beginning of the Gospel of St. John in chapter 2, that starts with the account of the miracle at the wedding of
Cana. We could ask ourselves, why would Jesus change water into wine for the wedding party as his first miracle? Was
it not more important to take care of the sick first? Interesting to know why Jesus did it, why was it more important to
bring happiness to this marrying couple instead? Certainly, it elevates the importance of marriage and family. The life
and love that are God’s gifts, are given to us directly through our family, through married love. Jesus elevates the dignity
of married love and rewards it with the gift of eternal love and life. That love bears eternal fruits for those who believe,
and Jesus makes it eternal by inviting us to heaven.

This water turned into wine, is a preparation for the next miracle of changing the wine into his blood, that will nourish
the believers for eternal life. The Miracle of Cana is the first miracle, and the miracle of the Last Supper is the last miracle
of Jesus before his death and resurrection. The miracle of the wine embraces Jesus public ministry, marking the
beginning and the end. As Jesus did say from the cross: “it is finished!” He truly gives us all he has. He always gives us
everything and what is best for us. He always wants us to raise our minds and hearts to heaven, where Jesus wants us
to be with him forever. This- forever with Jesus- is based on how much faith we give to Jesus, how much of our life and
how much of our heart we give to him, who gave us all of his love and life.

The miracle of Cana is the miracle of abundance. As Jesus says, he wants our happiness to be complete. Only God
can give us the completeness that we desire. Only God can satisfy our thirst for happiness, for peace, for love, for
security. Only God can protect us from destructive tendencies of our selfishness and sin. Only God can protect us from
the emptiness of death, from nothingness of the grave. Only God can make something out of nothing. The blessings of
every Sacrament, bring us to the presence of God. Let us allow Jesus into our lives by putting our faith and trust in him.
Jesus tell us: “let it be done to you as you believed”. It is always very beneficial to invite the Blessed Mother and Jesus
not only into one’s wedding feast, but into every aspect of our lives. It is the Blessed Mother that requested this first
miracle, and it was her who told the waiters what to do: “Do whatever He tells you “. The Blessed Mother and Jesus are
indispensable for our happiness here on earth and for the salvation of our souls in heaven.

Jesus, please continue to change the water of our humanity into the wine of your divine grace for us, and all those
who believe in You. Bless with abundance our families and our parish, make our happiness complete. Gospel says: “As
the disciples had seen the miracle, they began to believe in him”. Lord, increase our faith !!! God bless everyone
always !!!
