Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 

    This coming Wednesday we will celebrate Ash Wednesday, that is our beginning of Lent. Lent is a Ɵme of prepara-
Ɵon for Easter Triduum, that is Holy Thursday of the Last Supper, Good Friday of the Lord’s Passion and Death, and 
Holy Saturday the Vigil of the ResurrecƟon. This year Easter Sunday will be on April 17th, so Palm Sunday, which will 
start the Holy Week will be on April 10th. 

    Even though we all like very much Christmas, Easter is a greater feast. 

    Christmas reveals to us Christ’s humanity, but Easter reveals to us his divinity. 

    It is through his divinity, that he is able to save us all. In his humanity, Christ shows us how close God is to us, but it is 
his power of divinity, that conquers death for himself and for us, and shows us how much God loves us.  

   Jesus’ ResurrecƟon is a much bigger revelaƟon to us than his IncarnaƟon. The IncarnaƟon has this aspect of wonder 
of God becoming a man; but ResurrecƟon has this aspect of victory over death, and so total power over life. Only Jesus 
can give us the giŌ of eternal life, and he offers it to us through his resurrecƟon. In his IncarnaƟon, Jesus offers us his 
friendship, in his ResurrecƟon he makes us eternal like he is.  

    So Lent is our preparaƟon for Christ’s: Passion, Death and ResurrecƟon, but as well for our own death and                
resurrecƟon to eternal life with God. As we look at Jesus, we realize that his whole life is a preparaƟon for his death 
and resurrecƟon, and he is making us aware that it is so for us too. This is why he invites us to imitate him, so that we 
would prepare for heaven by good deeds. We express our faith in Christ by listening to his word and puƫng it into 
pracƟce by accomplishing good deeds. 

    Lent prepares us for the fight with the forces of evil, with Satan himself. It supposed to make us strong spiritually like 
John the BapƟst was. In order to overcome our own weaknesses, we must submit ourselves to Jesus and in his name, 
we can win this baƩle. Without Christ we can do nothing. Satan easily manipulates the weaknesses of our ego and only 
Christ can defend us. This is why we set our Lenten path with Christ, so that we would not be defeated by Satan with 
illusions about this life and next. Only Christ can heal the brokenness of our hearts. Learning how helpless we are          
without Christ, we want to turn our lives to him, and Lent is a Ɵme of doing it as Jesus says: by prayer, fasƟng and alms 
giving. So let us ponder God’s Word in prayer, let us humble ourselves before God by fasƟng, let us see and respond to 
the needs of others. Those three steps are indicated to us by Jesus himself. He gives us the recipe to become a beƩer 
person, to become a person that is close to God.  

   We have various opportuniƟes to parƟcipate: in the spiritual events, retreats, acts of kindness, almsgiving, prayers, 
fasƟng, way of the cross. We will be told on Ash Wednesday: “Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall              
return.” It is a fundamental truth about our lives, and our response is needed today, in order to be prepared for            
tomorrow. We have only one day at the Ɵme to our disposiƟon. We have only today; tomorrow may never be ours.  

    Deacon John proposes to all of us parishioners, that we do our Lenten fasƟng on Wednesdays of Lent as a whole 
community. Let’s accept the challenge he makes to all of us. Please read his arƟcle in the bulleƟn.  

    Let us consider seeking Jesus today! God bless everyone always!!!

                                Octavo Domingo de Tiempo Ordinario. 
 
Queridas Hermanas y Hermanos, 
    El próximo Miércoles celebraremos el Miércoles de Ceniza, que es nuestro inicio de Cuaresma.  La           
Cuaresma es un Ɵempo de preparación para el Triduo Pascual, es decir, el Jueves Santo de la UlƟma Cena, el 
Viernes Santo de la Pasión y Muerte del Señor, y el Sábado Santo de la vigilia de la Resurrección. Este año el 
Domingo de Pascua será el 17 de abril, por lo que el Domingo de Ramos, que dará inicio a la Semana Santa, 
será el 10 de abril. 
    Aunque a todos nos gusta mucho la Navidad, la Pascua es una fiesta mayor. 
    La Navidad nos revela la humanidad de Cristo, pero la Pascua nos revela su divinidad. 
    Es a través de su divinidad que puede salvarnos a todos. En su humanidad, Cristo nos muestra cuan cerca 
esta Dios de nosotros, pero es su poder de divinidad, que vence la muerte para sí y para nosotros, y nos 
muestra cuanto nos ama Dios. 
    La Resurrección de Jesus es una revelación mucho más grande para nosotros que su Encarnación. La        
encarnación Ɵene este aspecto de asombro de que Dios se haga hombre; pero la Resurrección Ɵene este    
aspecto de victoria sobre la muerte y, por lo tanto, poder total sobre la vida. Solo Jesus puede darnos el don 
de la vida eterna, y nos lo ofrece a través de su resurrección. En su Encarnación, Jesus nos ofrece su amistad, 
en su Resurrección nos hace eternos como él. 
    Así que la Cuaresma es nuestra preparación para la Pasión, Muerte y Resurrección de Cristo, pero también 
para nuestra propia muerte y resurrección a la vida eterna con Dios. Al mirar a Jesus, nos damos cuenta de 
que toda su vida es una preparación para su muerte y resurrección, y nos está haciendo consciente de que lo 
es también para nosotros. Por eso nos invita a imitarlo, para que nos preparemos para el cielo con buenas 
obras. Expresamos nuestra fe en Cristo escuchando su palabra y poniéndola en prácƟca realizando buenas 
obras. 
    La Cuaresma nos prepara para la lucha con las fuerzas del mal, con el mismo Satanás. Se suponía que de-
bía hacernos fuerte espiritualmente como lo fue Juan el BauƟsta. Para vencer nuestras propias debilidades,     
debemos someternos a Jesus y en su nombre, podemos ganar esta batalla. Sin Cristo no podemos hacer    
nada. Satanás manipula fácilmente las debilidades de nuestro ego y solo Cristo puede defendernos. Es por 
eso que establecemos nuestro camino de Cuaresma con Cristo para que no seamos derrotados por Satanás 
con ilusiones sobre esta vida y la próxima. Solo Cristo puede sanar el quebrantamiento de nuestros             
corazones. Al saber cuan impotentes somos sin Cristo, queremos volver nuestra vida a el, y la Cuaresma es 
un Ɵempo para hacerlo como dice Jesus: con oración, ayuno y limosna. Así que meditemos la Palabra de Dios 
en oración, humillémonos ante Dios por ayunando, veamos y respondamos a las necesidades de los demás. 
Esos tres pasos nos los indica el mismo Jesus. Él nos da la receta para converƟrnos en mejores personas, para   
converƟrnos en una persona cercana a Dios. 
     Tenemos varias oportunidades para parƟcipar: en los eventos espirituales, reƟros, actos de bondad,       
limosna, oraciones, ayunos, vía crucis. Se nos dirá el Miércoles de Ceniza: “Acuérdate que eres polvo y al    
polvo volverás.” Es una verdad fundamental sobre nuestras vidas, y nuestra respuesta es necesaria hoy, para 
estar preparados para el mañana. Tenemos un solo día a la hora de o disposición. Solo tenemos hoy; mañana 
puede que nunca sea nuestro. 
    El Diacono John nos propone a todos los feligreses que hagamos nuestro ayuno de Cuaresma los Miércoles 
de Cuaresma como comunidad entera. Aceptemos el desaİo que nos hace a todos. Por favor lea su arơculo 
en el boleơn. 
   ¡Consideremos buscar a Jesus hoy! ¡¡¡Dios los bendiga a todos siempre!!!

El evangelio de este domingo nos enseña esencialmente a: 
 
A. Evitar tener una conciencia crítica tan elevada de las deficiencias de los demás 
que hayamos perdido la capacidad de ver y aceptar nuestros propios defectos.  
 
B. Hacer una revisión de vida de sí mismo/a según las normas de Jesús: un buen 
árbol da buenos frutos. "Las palabras de una persona fluyen de lo que llena su   
corazón". Y las palabras, frutos de un buen árbol, están llenas de calidez,         
afirmación, aliento y compasión. Y las buenas obras nacen naturalmente de un  
corazón lleno de la presencia de Dios.  
 
Suena una receta mucho mejor que una vida dedicada a quejarse, lamentarse y 
criticar sin cesar a los demás. 
 

Octavo Domingo Tiempo Ordinario 
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« L’homme bon retire les bonnes choses du bon trésor qui se                               
trouve dans son cœur » 

 
Aujourd'hui, il y a une soif de Dieu, une frénésie pour trouver un sens à notre     
existence et à nos propres agissements. Le boom de l'intérêt ésotérique le          
démontre, mais les théories auto-rédemptrices sont inutiles. A travers le prophète 
Jérémie, Dieu déplore que son peuple ait commis deux péchés : il L'a abandonné, 
Lui qui est la source des eaux vives, et il a creusé des citernes, des citernes             
crevassées qui ne retiennent pas l'eau (cf. Jer 2,13). 
 
Dans la première communauté chrétienne, il y a eu des difficultés, comme le 

montre l’exigence rapportée par l’extrait de l’évangile de Luc de ce dimanche. Jésus nous invite à considérer notre vie 
personnelle et le fonctionnement de notre communauté chrétienne. Jésus enseigne que tout le monde produit du fruit. 
Les bons fruits viennent de ceux qui ont un bon cœur et les mauvais de ceux qui ont le mal dans leur cœur. Cela semble 
être un concept simple, mais la plupart des gens l’appliquent aux mauvaises personnes dans les mauvaises situations. Ne 
soyons pas des inspecteurs de fruits. N’allons pas avec notre petite liste de vérification des œuvres chrétiennes que nous 
jugeons nécessaires pour que les gens puissent être chrétiens. Pour appliquer correctement ce que dit Jésus, nous devons 
nous rappeler le contexte de ses paroles. Il parle de notre attitude envers nous-mêmes. 

 
Nous sommes faibles. Nous préférons souligner les manques dans la vie de quelqu’un d’autre que jeter un    

regard honnête sur notre propre vie. Nous aimons pointer du doigt les autres, mais lorsque quelqu’un le pointe ou que 
Dieu nous le révèle, nous sommes prompts à défendre nos actions et à trouver des excuses pour nos échecs. Nous devons 
adopter une mentalité de «moi d’abord». Jetons un regard honnête sur notre propre vie avant d’essayer de signaler le  
péché chez quelqu’un d’autre.  Nous ne pouvons pas aider quelqu’un d’autre si nous sommes aveugles à notre condition.  
Ce n’est que lorsque nous retirons la poutre de notre propre œil que vous devenons en mesure d’aider les autres à        
éliminer leurs propres faiblesses. L’aveugle peut-il conduire l’aveugle ? Ne tomberont-ils pas tous les deux dans le     
fossé ? Chacun fait aveuglément confiance à l’autre pour le guider. Ils pensent être en sécurité. Ils pensent être conduits 
dans la bonne direction, mais ce n’est qu’une question de temps avant de tomber dans un fossé. Certains croient que 
cette remarque signifie que nous devrions nous assurer que nous ne suivons pas les guides aveugles. Bien que cela soit 
vrai, cela s’applique avant tout à nous. Ceux d’entre nous qui ont été guéris de notre aveuglement spirituel, nous avons      
toujours des angles morts. Ce sont les domaines de notre vie que nous ignorons facilement. Lorsque cela se produit, nous 
perdons une partie de notre vision spirituelle. Nous perdons notre capacité à discerner le bien du mal, la vérité de        
l’erreur. Et si nous laissons subsister cette situation, elle risque de se transformer en vision tunnel et en cataractes. 
Chaque jour, nous devrions nous tourner vers Dieu, notre ophtalmologiste, et lui demander de vérifier notre vision.  
Écartons ce qui se déroule dans notre tête, comme un tourbillon perpétuel qui fait écran et nous empêche de voir la     
réalité.
