FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

This is the last Sunday before the Palm Sunday, and two Sundays away from Easter Sunday. It seemed to
us that Lent was a long season, yet today we realize how fast it passes. The purpose of Lent for us is to
become more like Jesus in life, so that we may reign with him forever in glory.

As Jesus said: “1 did not come to be served but to serve and to give my life as a ransom for many”, these
are very strong and humble words about Jesus’ way of doing things. It is the way of the Saints, that by
serving God and others, they gave what they could for their own ransom and for the ransom for others. We
may wait to be ransomed by Jesus and by others in life, or will we join Jesus in saving and serving others.

Joining Jesus in his work of saving all sinners, we need to apply his principles of mercy. As the woman in
today’s Gospel was brought to Jesus for condemnation, so could we be brought to him for judgment as well,
because who of us is without sin? When Jesus asked that question, then all the people became aware of
their own sin, they all walked away from Jesus. The only person that remained and was forgiven, is the
woman. Jesus revealed his mercy to her and not to others. The others walked away with their own judgment
and condemnation. They still needed to come back to Jesus and to ask to be forgiven, and to stop judging
and condemning others.

As for the woman so for ourselves, our goal is to meet Jesus and to receive his mercy. We already know we
are not without sin and we need forgiveness. As the ‘Good Thief” would say: “Jesus remember me when you
come into your kingdom”, so we all have a need to cry out from our hearts those words, so that Jesus can
affirm us, as He affirmed the ‘Good Thief - “today with me you will be in paradise”. Jesus assured the woman
in the Gospel: “neither do | condemn you. Go, and from now on do not sin anymore “. She is set truly free.

In the second reading we have seen how precious to Saint Paul is the knowledge of Christ. To possess
Christ means everything to him, and nothing in this world can take his place. Having Christ, we have
everything. Jesus is the most precious gift that we may have in our hearts, and it is a gift, that will make us
eternal. Let us remember, that the door of our heart opens from inside. Let us not forget to let Christ come
into our hearts to become our guest forever.

Let us open our lives and hearts towards Christ today. As a sign of it we will carry the palm with Christ
next Sunday, and we will follow him on the way of the cross on Good Friday, so we can glory with him Risen
on Easter Sunday and forever in heaven.

On Monday of the Holy Week, we will have Confessions from 3:00 to 9:00pm. Take advantage of being
forgiven as the woman in the Gospel, to be set free to walk through life with Jesus.

En plein Exil a Babylone au 6e siecle
avant notre ére, Dieu dit de garder confiance et que I’avenir se fait toujours dans la
nouveauté. Puisque la nouveauté insécurise et fait peur, nous préférons souvent nous
W cn remettre aux traditions.

> Paul nous exhorte a détourner le regard de tout ce qui n’est pas Dieu, de tout ce qui
ne condult pasa Dleu C’est un combat, une course & mener sur le chemin du Royaume. C’est une course que nous
pouvons gagner lorsque nous portons un regard lucide sur les autres, mais surtout sur nous-mémes, et que nous
acceptons de faire confiance en I’avenir. Paul qui croyait se sauver lui-méme par son appartenance a la religion juive, a
réalisé que Dieu sauve en toute gratuité.

L’histoire de la femme surprise en flagrant délit d’adultére est 1’une des histoires les plus populaires de la
Bible. L absence de condamnation par Jésus captive certains lecteurs, de méme que sa déclaration « Celui d’entre vous
qui est sans péché, qu’il soit le premier a lui jeter une pierre. » Il confond scribes et les pharisiens avec cette
déclaration. L histoire a servi un but rédempteur dans 1’enseignement et la prédication de 1’Eglise pendant de nombreux
siécles. Chose intéressante, les premiers manuscrits de 1’évangile de Jean ne contiennent pas ce passage.

Les scribes et les pharisiens sont souvent associés en tant qu’opposants de Jésus dans les évangiles synop-
tiques, mais c’est le seul cas ou ils sont associés dans 1’évangile de Jean. Les scribes sont des interprétes experts de la loi
de Moise et les pharisiens sont réputés pour leur respect scrupuleux de cette loi. Elle exigeait que les adultéres soient
tués. Nous ne pouvons pas lire cette histoire sans nous demander ou est I’homme pris en flagrant délit ? Seule la femme
est amenée devant Jésus. Cela indique qu’un double standard était trés en vigueur a cette époque, tout comme de nos
jours. Aujourd’hui également, sous I’apparence de fidélité aux lois de I’Eglise, beaucoup de personnes sont
marginalisées.

« Celui d’entre vous qui est sans péché, qu’il soit le premier a lui jeter une pierre. » Se penchant a nouveau, il
continue d’écrire sur le sol. Jésus ne discute pas de la loi, mais il change I’objectif du jugement. Au lieu de leur per-
mettre de faire passer la loi au-dessus de la femme pour la condamner, il leur demande de s’interroger a la lumicre de ce
que la loi leur demande. 11 faut reconnaitre que si ce que Jésus écrivait était important, I’auteur aurait probablement
inclus cette information. C’est peut-étre simplement une affirmation que Jésus pouvait écrire — une affirmation tout a
fait significative dans le monde antique, ou la plupart des personnes étaient analphabétes.
