23rd Sunday in Ordinary Time Our Pastor

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Have a blessed Labor Day with your loved ones. Enjoy the sunshine and the water of the ocean, the quiet
of solitude or the busyness of the barbecue that you may choose to have with your family and friends. Let
the children and youth enjoy the last games of the summer before getting back to studying or work as the
fall approaches.

May God bless all workers and providers for their family and for themselves! May God who is the first
provider, inspire all employers to treat their workers with respect, and reward them for their work justly.

In the Gospel Jesus says today that; " if anyone comes to me without hating his father and mother, wife
and children, brothers and sisters, and even his own life, he cannot be my disciple." Does Jesus really mean it
for us, to hate the closest persons in our life? Surly not, but he is trying to remind us, that we truly love each
other when we bring each other to God, if we lead others to heaven where our eternal family is, and will be,
if we all strive to get there. It is only a reminder for us, that it is God who saves us and we need to remember
this in all we do. This is why the rest of this Sunday’s Gospel reminds us about calculating on how to get to
heaven? How to make it? How to live our lives in a way that would qualify us for heaven, to see God and to
contemplate his glory, and to be a part of heaven for all eternity.

A good example of how to make it, we see in the person of Saint Teresa of Calcutta, who wanted to be just
"a pencil in the hand of God", a pencil that God would use to write and make his designs. Mother Teresa
used to say that if she would not decide to help the first person, she would never help many others after. We
need to make our choice today, a choice to serve, a choice to see people and situations of need and to
respond to them. We want to be committed to that choice, and only then it becomes our way of life, a way
of service to God who is hiding himself in the person that is in need of any kind; material, spiritual or
psychological.

Mother Teresa found people in need everywhere, she used to say that we may find “Calcutta” even in New
York where there are poor, homeless, hungry, lost and lonely people. It is Christ himself hidden in those
persons, and longing to be loved and cared for.

Renouncing all one’s possessions and taking the cross and following Jesus, means loving and serving
everyone, but above all the Lord himself. As the saying tells us: “Primeramente Dios!” - “First of all God!” or:
Si Dios quire? - If God wants? If God permits! If only we keep this perspective of our total dependence on
God, we should be fine, we should get to heaven. No family relationship can be above our relationship with
the Lord. It is the Lord who saves us all, this is why to him we owe our first attachment of love, of loyalty and
of our total dependence for life and salvation. This long weekend rest, let it be to honor the Lord in all things.

This coming Saturday we will honor the Lord by taking him to our streets of Brentwood. Together with the
communities of St. Luke and St. John of God, we will consecrate our parishes, our towns, our homes and
families to Christ present in the Eucharist and to our Blessed Mother. Together with the Ecuadorian
community we will honor the birthday of the Blessed Mother, honored in Ecuador under the title of Our Lady
of Cisne. We will carry with us the Blessed Sacrament and the statues or images of the Blessed Mother, with
prayers and songs. Let the procession be our profession of faith, that the Lord is God of all people and from
him we expect all the blessings. In honoring the Lord above all things, we submit to his love and providence.
