Advent — 3rd Sunday
Dear Sisters and Brothers,

We are preparing for Christmas, the season of the year and of the Church that is most popular
and very rich in expressing its significance. Christ' birth affects every being in the world directly
or indirectly, but he is the Savior of all. He gently invites all into his friendship, and Advent is the
time for us to prepare and not to miss the opportunity to meet him as he comes.

There are signs and steps on that way, and one of them is Santa Claus. It is not a fantasy; it is not a tale. It refers to
Saint Nicholas, that is real and true person that existed in the middle of the third century, born in 270 and died in 343,
he served as bishop of Myra which is located in Turkey, Asia Minor. Today the remains, the relics of Saint Nicholas are
preserved in Bari, Italy, in a church shared by Catholic and Orthodox Churches. The two feasts are celebrated in some
countries in honor of Saint Nicholas, one is on December 6th that refers to date marking his death, and on May 9th,
that refers to transferring his remains to Italy after Asia Minor was invaded by Muslim occupants.

Saint Nicholas was a great gift giver, and it comes from the fact, that he was helping young brides to get married, by
providing them with material help, so called dowery, making it possible to marry with better possibilities and
perspectives. As a Saint, he had as well God given gifts of making miracles, and intercessory prayer to accomplish what
people were seeking in faith from God. So definitively he was the Saint that helped people's dreams to be fulfilled, so it
is totally proper and realistic that anyone, especially children should ask Santa Claus, Saint Nicholas, Saint Mikolaj, San
Nicola, Saint Nikolaos, to help them to live their dreams. This is the origins and significance of our gift giving for
Christmas. In the past when the world was poorer, it was all simpler, healthier. Now when commercialism rules in
modern culture, it distorts the meaning and even denies the existence of Saint Nicholas as origin of Christmas gifts
giving.

Christmas first gift to all is Jesus, he is the reason for the season. His biggest gift to us is salvation, that he brings with
him. It is a gift for those who believe, and its significance we learn from the account of Christ himself in the Gospel, and
from the witness of those who had seen it with their own eyes, or heard it from witnesses and wrote it for our
instruction. The account of Christ' birth surely was given to Evangelists by the Blessed Mother herself. So, Christ is the
reason for the season, and it is proper to give gifts to others without forgetting the significance of it.

In today's Gospel Jesus gives answer to John's question: “Are you the one who is to come, or should we look for
another?", but the answer is not a direct affirmation or negation. The answer that Jesus gives, points to the Scriptures,
describing Jesus' actions and deeds as expected from the Messiah, the Anointed One. So basically, Jesus says: watch
my deeds and read the Sacred Scriptures and make a decision yourself, because that decision will show how much you
believe and it will show in your deeds and words.

Jesus is not going to make decisions for us. He told us all that he heard from his Father, and he showed us how much
he loves us and cares, and now it's time for our response, our time to show how much we love and care about him. So,
allis in our hands, and to make us think, Jesus praises John the Baptist as greatest man ever born and says that: "the
least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he."

Do you believe this what Jesus said, that you and | are greater than John the Baptist? He says the truth, but it's hard
to believe it, until we find the meaning of what Jesus wanted to say. And again, he is not giving us straight answer, but
he makes us to watch the deeds of John the Baptist, hear what he has to say, read the Sacred Scriptures about him,
and then make our decision in what way it is true, and how it affects our life. So let us put ourselves to task, to know
and to understand the relationship between John the Baptist, Jesus and us.

This week we prayed for the church in USA on the feast of our Patroness, The Immaculate Conception, and for
people of Paraguay with the Blessed Mother under the title of Caacupe. This weekend we pray for people of Mexico on
the feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe.

Se refiere
a San Nicolas, que es una persona real y verdadera que existiéo a mediados del siglo Ill, nacido en 270 y fallecié en 343,
se desempefid como obispo de Myrna, que se encuentra en Turquia, Asia Menor. Hoy los restos, las reliquias de San
Nicolas se conservan en Bari, Italia, en una iglesia compartida por las iglesias catélica y ortodoxa. Las dos fiestas se ce-
lebran en algunos paises en honor a San Nicolas, una es el 6th de diciembre que se refiere a la fecha de su muerte, y el
9th de mayo, que se refiere al traslado de sus restos a Italia después de que Asia Menor fuera invadida por ocupantes
musulmanes.

San Nicolas fue un gran dador de regalos, y se debe a que ayudaba a las novias jovenes a casarse, brindandoles una
ayuda material llamada dote, que les permitia casarse con mejores posibilidades y perspectivas. Como Santo, Dios le
dio los dones de hacer milagros y la oracion de intercesién para lograr lo que la gente buscaba en la fe de Dios. Asi que
definitivamente él fue el Santo que ayudo a que los suefios de las personas se cumplieran, por lo que es totalmente
apropiado y realista que cualquier persona, especialmente los nifos, le pida a Santa Claus, San Nicolas, San Mikolaj,
San Nicolas, San Nicolas, que los ayude a vivir sus suefios.

Ahora, cuando el
comercialismo impera en la cultura moderna, distorsiona el significado e incluso niega la existencia de San Nicolas
como origen de la entrega de regalos de Navidad.

El primer regalo de Navidad para todos es Jesus, él es la razdn de esta temporada. Su mayor regalo para nosotros es
la salvacién, que trae consigo. Es un don para los que creen, y su significado lo aprendemos del relato del mismo Cristo
en el Evangelio, y del testimonio de los que lo habian visto con sus propios ojos, o lo habian oido de testigos y lo
escribieron para nuestra instruccion.

Jesus no va a tomar decisiones por nosotros. El nos dijo todo lo que escucho de su Padre, y nos mostré cuanto nos
ama y se preocupa, y ahora es el momento de nuestra respuesta, nuestro tiempo para mostrar cuanto lo amamos y
nos preocupamos por él. Asi que todo estd en nuestras manos, y para hacernos pensar, Jesus alaba a Juan el Bautista
como el hombre mds grande jamds nacido y dice que: “el mas pequefio en el reino de los cielos es mayor que él”.

éCrees esto que dijo Jesus, que tU y yo somos mas grandes que Juan el Bautista? Dice la verdad, pero es dificil
creerlo, hasta que encontramos el significado de lo que Jesus queria decir. Y de nuevo, no nos esta dando una
respuesta directa, pero nos hace observar los hechos de Juan el Bautista, escuchar lo que tiene que decir, leer la
Sagradas Escrituras sobre él, y luego tomar nuestra decision de qué manera es verdad, y como afecta nuestra vida.
