A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR — 14th Sunday Ordinary Time

Dear Sisters and Brothers,
Aslam writing this article it is Monday, and [ hope that we will have a great 4th of July long weekend shared

with family and friends. There is nothing as important as family and friends. Our capacity to take care of our
home, our family and our friends, is vital for us in order to take care of parish family and the church family. As
friends of Jesus, we continue to build our relationship with Him, but as well we invite others into that friendship.
This is my wish for everyone that during the summer months, we all enjoy the glory of God in the beauty of

nature and in prayer and Sacrament, and then in family and community experience.

Podria pensarse en lo que hubiera cambiado la vida de los habitantes de Nazaret si se hubieran
acercado a Jesus con fe. Asi, tenemos que pedirle dia a dia como sus discipulos: «Sefior,
aumenta nuestra fe» (Lc 17,5), para que nos abramos mas y mas a su accidon amorosa en

nosotros.

La spiritualité de I'échec

Les trois lectures de ce dimanche nous parlent de la «spiritualité de I'echec» :

Paul est appelé a s'accepter tel qu’il est, tout en corrigeant son image de
Dieu. Le Seigneur n’a pas besoin de nos performances exceptionnelles. Il nous
aime tels que nous sommes.

Nous subissons tous des echecs dans nos projets personnels, dans les
etudes, le mariage, la carriere, I'éducation des enfants. Notre santeé est
précaire, nous avons des addictions, des limites, des faiblesses.

L'échec peut venir de differentes directions. Dans le texte d'aujour’hui, il est
le résultat de la prédication des valeurs du Royaume. Un message de veérite,
d'amour, de justice, de paix est rarement bien recu.

Nous trouvons facilement des excuses pour ne pas aider les autres : nous
n'avons pas de charismes speéciaux, nous ne sommes pas membre d'une
communauteé religieuse, nous sommes trop occupes avec notre travail et
notre famille, etc.

L'évangile de ce dimanche nous invite a réflechir sur nos échecs, ce qui peut
nous offrir I'occasion de nous accepter nous-mémes, de grandir dans |'estime
de soi, et de faire croitre notre foi. Nous pouvons alors passer a I'action, au
service de ceux et celles qui ont besoin d'aide.
