Message from the Our Pastor — Divine Mercy Sunday

Dear brothers and sisters:

Today we celebrate Divine Mercy Sunday, a feast that flows straight from the heart of the Risen
Christ, and was instituted by Saint John Paul Il at the canonization of Saint Faustina Kowalska in

the year 2000.

In today 's Gospel, we encounter the disciples hiding behind locked doors, afraid and ashamed.
They ve abandoned Jesus. They've denied Him. They're confused and broken. And yet—what are
the first words Jesus speaks when He appears in their midst? “Peace be with LJOLL” Not “Where
were gou?” Not “How could you abandon me?” But “Peace.” This is Divine Mercy in action. Jesus
doesn't come with reproach. He comes with wounds—+visible signs of love, not accusation. These
wounds speak of suffering, yes, but also of victory. e breathes the [Holy Spirit on them, and in
doing so, entrusts them with the power to forgive sins. Mercy received becomes mercy shared.

And then there’s Thomas. Doubting Thomas. [Honest Thomas. He demands proof—not because
he'sa cynic, but because he's wounded too. Jesus doesn't reject him. He invites him. “Put your
finger here.. Do not be unbelieving, but believe.” The Risen Christ meets us where we are. Mercy
stoops low to lift us high.

Divine Mercy Sunday is not just a day to celebrate a devotion; it is a call to enter into a
relationship of trust. The image given to St. Faustina shows Jesus with two rays flowing from His
heart—red for the Blood which is the life of souls, and pale for the Water which justifies souls.
Below it are the words: “Jesus, I trust in You.” This is the heart of the Christian life: trusting Jesus
enough to let Him love us even in our sin, and to let His mercy change us. It means recognizing
that no sin is too great for His forgiveness, and no wound is too deep for His healing,

We remember with gratitude the life and witness of our beloved Pope Francis, of happy
memory, who so often reminded us that “the name of God is mercy . He opened wide the doors of
the Church to the wounded, the forgotten, the marginalized—because he saw, like Jesus in
today 's Gospel, that behind every locked door is a soul longing for peace. May he now rest in that
mercy he so often preached.

But Divine Mercy is not meant to be hoarded. It must flow through us. The Church is called to
be a vessel of mercy ina world so often locked behind doors of fear, angey, division, and clespair.
Forgive one another. Be patient with the weak. Speak peace into conflict. Show compassion even

b
when it's inconvenient.

Let me leave you with these simple challenges today: If LJOLI’VG' been carrying the weight of
sin—go to confession. Don't wait. If gou,ve been holding a grudge—choose mercy. Forgive. And if
your heart is doubting like Thomas—ypray, simply and sincerely: “J esus, | trust in You.”

Because He is risen, and His mercy endures forever.

Hoy celebramos el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia, una fiesta que brota
directamente del corazén de Cristo Resucitado. Fue instituida por San Juan Pablo Il en el
ano QOOO, durante la canonizacién de Santa Faustina Kowalska.

En el Evangelio de hoy, encontramos a los discipulos escondidos detras de puertas
cerradas, llenos de miedo y vergiienza. Han abandonado a Jests. Lo han negado. Estan
confundidos y rotos. Y, sin eml)argo, 6cudles son las primeras pala]oras gue Jestis les dice al
aparecerse en medio de ellos? “La paz esté con ustedes.” No dice: “éDénde

estaban?” Ni: “¢Cémo pudieron abandonarme?” Sino: ‘Paz.”

Esta esla Divina Misericordia en accién. Jestis no viene con reproches. Viene
con heridas—signos visi]oles,cle amor, no de acusacién. Estas heridas hablan de sufrimiento,
si, pero también de victoria. El sopla el Espiritu Santo sobre ellos y, al hacerlo, les confia el
poder de perclonar los pecaclos. La misericordia recibida se convierte en misericordia
compartida.

Y luego esta Tomés. El incrédulo. El sincero. El exige pruebas—no porque sea un cinico,
sino porque también esté herido. Jestis no lo rechaza. Lo invita: “Trae tu dedo.. No seas
incrédulo, sino crey ente.” Cristo Resucitado nos encuentra donde estamos. La misericordia
se inclina para levantarnos.

El Domingo de la Divina Misericordia no es solo un dia para celebrar una devocién; es
una invitacién a entrar en una relacién de confianza. La imagen que Jests dio a Santa
Faustina lo muestra con dos rayos que brotan de su Corazén—uno rojo por la Sangre gue es
la vida de las almas, y otro palido por el Agua que las justifica. Debajo de la imagen estan
las palabras: “Jestis, en Ti confio.” Este es el corazén de la vida cristiana: confiar lo suficiente
en Jestis como para permitirle gue nos ame, incluso en nuestro pecado, y clej ar gue su
misericordia nos transforme. Signi{ica reconocer gue ningun pecaclo es demasiado 8ranc1e
para su perclén, y gue ninguna herida es demasiado profuncla para su sanacion.

Recordamos con gratitud la vida y el testimonio de nuestro querido Papa Francisco, de
feliz memoria, guien tantas veces nos recordd qgue “el nombre de Dios es misericordia.” Fl
abrié de par en par las puertas dela Ig]esia a los heridos, a los olvidados, a los
marginados—porque veia, como Jestisen el E.vangelio de hoy, que detras de cada puerta
cerrada hay un alma anhelando la paz. Que ahora descanse en esa misericordia que tantas
veces predicé.

Pero la Divina Misericordia no estd hecha para guardarse. Debe fluir a través de
nosotros. La Iglesia estd llamada a ser un instrumento de misericordia en un mundo gue con
frecuencia se encierra tras puertas de miedo, enojo, divisién y desesperanza. Perdénense
unos a otros. Sean pacientes con los débiles. Hablen paz en medio del conflicto. Muestren
compasién incluso cuando sea incémodo. Quiero dejarles hoy estos sencillos desafios: Si
llevas el peso del pecado, ve a confesarte. No esperes. Si guardas rencor, elige la
misericordia. Perdona. Y si tu corazén ducla,como el de Tomas, ora, simple y
sinceramente: J ests, en Ti confio.” Porque El ha resucitado, ysu misericordia permanece
para siempre. iQue Dios los ]oencliga siempre!

En este segundo domingo de Pascua, la Iglesia celebra con gran gozo el Domingo de la Divina Misericordia, una fiesta
instituida por San Juan Pablo II, inspirada en las revelaciones de Jesus a Santa Faustina Kowalska.

El Evangelio de hoy nos presenta al Resucitado que se aparece a sus discipulos, encerrados por miedo. Jesus entra en
medio de ellos, romPe el encierro, disipa el miedo, y les ofrece su paz:
