Message from the Our Pastor — Sixth Sunday of Easter

Dear brothers and sisters,

Today 's Gospel places us in the Upper Room during the Last Supper. Jesus is preparing His
disciples for His departure. These are His farewell words—not filled with anxiety, but with deep
love, consolation, and a promise of peace. He says: “Peace Ileave with you; my peace | give to you.
Not as the world gives do I give it to gou.” This peace is not simply the absence of conflict or a
momentary feeling of calm. Itsa &ift rooted in J esus very presence—a peace that endures even
in the midst of suffering, uncertainty, and change. This is the peace that allowed early Christians
to sing in prison, to forgive their persecutors, and to live with joytul hearts even when the world
was against them.

The peace that the world offers is fragile. It depends on circumstances—on health, wealth,
security, and success. But all of those things can be lost. The peace of Christ, however, is
unshakable, because it comes from a Person—not from a situation. His peace comes from knowing
that we are loved, forgiven, and never abandoned. When Jesus speaks these words, He knows He
is about to suffer betrayal, denial, and death. Yet His heart is not troubled. Why? Because He is
anchored in the Father's will, and He trusts in the power of God’slove.

Jesus also promises something astonishing: “We will come to him and make our dwelling with
him.” This is the language of intimacy. If we love Jesus and keep His word, the Father and the Son
will dwell within us through the Holy Spirit. This is more than poetic language. It's the heart of
our Christian life: that God desires to make [His home in you. He doesn't want a casual
relationship—He wants communion. He doesn't just visit; He abides. Are our hearts ready to be
that dwelling place? Do we keep His word? Do we make space for Him through prayer, silence,
obedience, and charity?

Jesus speaks also of the Advocate—the Holy Spirit—whom the Father will send in His name.
This Spirit will teach us every thing and remind us of all that Jesus said. The Spirit is not a distant
figure but the very breath of God within us. Especially as we draw closer to Pentecost, we're
reminded that the Christian life is not a sel{-help project. It's not about willpower alone. It's about
allowing the Holy Spirit to guide, to teach, and to empower us for holiness and mission.

Jesus ends todag’s passage with these words: “Do not let your hearts be troubled or afraid.” How
timely they are for us today. So many are burdened—by illness, war, anxiety about the future, or
the wounds of the past. And yet, in the midst of it all, Christ speaks this same word to each of us:
Peace. Let us receive His peace anew. Let us allow the Father and the Son to dwell within us. And
let us be attentive to the voice of the Holy Spirit, who speaks not in noise, but in the quiet of hearts
that are open. May this Eucharist strengthen us to be instruments of that peace around us by
carrying within us the presence of the Blessed Trinity. God bless everyone always!!

Quiericlos hermanos y hermanas,

El Evangelio de hoy nos sittia en el Cenédculo durante la Ultima Cena. Jesis esta preparando
asus cliscipulos parasu particla. Estas son sus pala]aras de clfespeclicla—no llenas de ansiedad,
sino de un pro{unclo amor, consuelo y una promesa de paz. El dice: “La paz les dejo, mi paz les clog.
No se la doy como la da el mundo.” Esta paz no es simplemente la ausencia de conflicto o una
sensacion momentéanea de calma. Es un don enraizado en la misma presencia de Jestis—una paz
qgue perclura incluso en medio del sufrimiento, la incertidumbre y el cambio. Esta esla paz gue

permitioé a los primeros cristianos cantar en la carcel, perclonar asus perseguidores y
vivir con corazones alegres incluso cuando el mundo estaba en su contra. La paz que ofrece el
mundo es {régil. Depencle de las circunstancias—de la salud, la riqueza, la seguridacl y el
éxito. Pero todas esas cosas pueden perderse. La paz de Cristo, sin embargo,es inquebrantable,
porque proviene de una Persona—no de una situacién. Su paz nace del conocimiento de
gue somos amados, perdonados y nunca abandonados. Cuando Jesus pronuncia estas

palabras, sabe que esta a punto de sufrir la traicién, la negacién y la muerte. Y sin embargo, su
corazén no se turba. 6Por qué? Porqgue esta anclado en la voluntad del Padre y confia en el
poder del amor de Dios.

Jestis también promete algo asombroso: “Vendremos a él y haremos morada en él.” Este es un
lenguaje de intimidad. Si amamos a Jestis y 8uardamos su palal)ra, el Padre y el Hijo habitaran
en nosotros por medio del Espiritu Santo. Esto es mas que un lenguaje poético. Es el corazén
mismo de nuestra vida cristiana: gue Dios desea hacer su hogar en ti. No guiere una relacién
superficial —guiere comunién. No viene solo de visita; El permanece. 6Estan nuestros corazones
preparados para ser ese lugar de morada? 6Guardamos su palabra? éLe hacemos espacio por
medio dela oracion, el silencio, la obediencia y la caridad?

Jestis también habla del Paraclito—el Espiritu Santo—que el Padre enviara en su nombre.
Este Espiritu nos ensefiara todo y nos recordara todo lo gue Jesis nos ha dicho. El Espiritu no es
una figura lejana, sino el mismo aliento de Dios dentro de nosotros. E.specialmente al acercarnos a
Pentecostés, se nos recuerda gue la vida cristiana no es un proyecto de autoayuda. No se trata
solo de fuerza de voluntad. Se trata de permitir que el Espiritu Santo nos gule, nos ensene y nos
fortalezca para la santidad y la misién.

Jestis concluye el pasaje de hoy con estas palabras: “No se turbe su corazén ni tenga miedo.”
iQué oportunas son para nosotros hoy! Muchos estan agobiados—por la enfermedad, la guerra, la
ansiedad por el futuro olas heridas del pasaclo. Y sin em]oargo, en medio de todo ello, Cristo nos
dirige esta misma palabra a cada uno de nosotros: Paz. Recibamos nuevamente su paz.
Permitamos que el Padre y el Hijo habiten en nosotros. Y estemos atentos a la voz del Espiritu
Santo, que no habla en el ruido, sino en el silencio de los corazones abiertos. Que esta Eucaristia
nos fortalezca para ser instrumentos de esa paz a nuestro alrededor, llevando dentro de nosotros
la presencia de la Santisima Trinidad. iDios los ]Dencliga siempre!
