Message from the Our Pastor — Seventh Sunday of Easter

Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Last Thursday, we celebrated the Ascension of the Lord, a solemnity that often slips quietly into the
liturgical calendar, yet it holds profound meaning for our faith and our lives. After His resurrection, Jesus
appeared to His disciples for forty days, teaching them, encouraging them, preparing them. And then, in
a moment both awe~inspiring and mysterious, e was “lifted up, and a cloud took Him from their

sight” (Acts 1:9). At first glance, the Ascension might feel like a departure—Jesus going away, leaving
the disciples behind. But it is not an ending; it is a beginning.

By ascending into heaven, Jesus opens the way for us. He doesn't simply return to the Father—IHe takes
our humanity with Him. Our Savior, who walked in our dust and bore our wounds, now sits at the right
hand of God. That's not just His victory —it'sour hope. The Ascension reminds us that heaven is our true
home.

But this feast also turns our attention to the earth. Just before Jesus ascended, He gave the apostles a
mission: Go into the whole world and proclaim the Gospel to every creature.” (Mark 16:1D) And then, as
the disciples stand there, perhaps stunned or uncertain, angels appear and say, “Wln] are you standing
there looking at the skg?” (ActsL11).It'sa gentle but clear nudge: Don't just look up—go out. The work is
now yours. Y ou are the witnesses. You are the messengers. The Gospel needs to be lived and shared.

Most of all, the Ascension does not mean Jesus is gone. It means He is now everywhere. Through the Holy
Spirit, Jesusis with us alwag s—in the sacraments, in the Word, in the Church, in every act of love and
every moment of prayer. As Jesus Himself promised: “Tam with you always, until the end of the

age.” (Matthew ?8:?0)

Aswe reflect on the Ascension this week, let us ask ourselves: Dol live with heaven in view? Am |
sharing the Gospel in my words and actions? Do I trust that Jesus is truly with me—even when [ feel
alone? Let us not stand still, staring into the sky. Let us walk forward with purpose, knowing that Christ
reigns in glory—and walks with us still. Come, Holy Spirit. Give us courage to carry the mission forward
in every clag life.

This, our faith sharing, is well expressecl in our parish in all celebrations, prayer groups, in all receptions
of the Sacraments, in every activity and action. It is all directed towards proclamation of Jesus:
incarnation, life, death, resurrection and ascension and now we are just awaiting his coming in glory. Our
next bigger celebration is going to be Pentecost on next Sunclag with adult Confirmations and the
Saturday after we will celebrate our youth Confirmations. These are the glorious celebrations of
Chyristian maturity and empowerment of believers by God the Father and Jesus sending the Holy Spirit
for the sanctification and edification of the Church and all Her members. And we all are part of this
wonderful process as we support the Family Faith Formation and the functioning of our Parish. [ express
my gratitude to Mrs. Bertha and all teachers and helpers and all of you who participate in the life of our

Parish. We make one Body of Chvist.
God bless everyone always!!

MENSAJE DE NUESTRO PASTOR— Séptimo Domingo de Pascua

Quericlas hermanas y queridos hermanos,

El pasado jueves celebramos la Ascensién del Sefior, una solemnidad gue muchas veces pasa
silenciosamente por el calendario litirgico, pero que tiene un profundo significado para nuestra fe y
nuestras vidas. Después de su resurreccion, Jesis se aparecié a sus discipulos durante cuarenta dias,
ensefiandoles, animandolos y preparéndolos. Y luego, en un momento impresionante y misterioso, fue
“elevaclo, y una nube lo oculté de su vista” (Hechos 1,9).

A primera vista, la Ascensién puede parecer una despedida: Jesis se va y deja atras a los discipulos.
Pero no es un final; es un comienzo. Al ascender al cielo, Jestis nos abre el camino. No simplemente
regresa al Padre—lleva consigo nuestra humanidad. Nuestro Salvador, que caminé en nuestro polvoy
cargb con nuestras heridas, ahora esta sentado a la derecha de Dios. Esa no es solo su victoria— es

nuestra esperanza. La Ascensién nos recuerda que el cielo es nuestro verdadero hogar.

Pero esta fiesta también nos vuelve a dirigir la mirada hacia la tierra. Justo antes de ascender, Jestis les
dio una misién a los apéstoles: “Vaq an poy todo el mundo y proclamen el Evangelio atoda

criatura.” (Marcos 16,15) Y luego, mientras los cliscipulos se queclaban alli, guizas sorprencliclos o
inseguros, se les aparecen unos éngeles gue les dicen: “(':Qué hacen alli mirando al cielo?” (Hechos

1,11) Esun empujon suave, pero claro:No se queden mirando hacia arri]oa—salgan. El tra]oajo ahora es
de ustedes. Ustedes son los testigos. Ustedes son los mensajeros. El Evangelio necesita ser vivido y
compartido. Y sobre todo, la Ascensién no significa que Jests se ha ido. Signi{ica gue ahora esta en todas
partes. A través del Espiritu Santo, Jests esta siempre con nosotros: en lps sacramentos, en la Palabra, en
la Iglesia, en cada acto de amor y en cada momento de oracién. Como El mismo lo prometié: “Yo estoy
con ustedes todos los dias, hasta el fin del mundo.” (Mateo 98,20)

Al reflexionar esta semana sobre la Ascension, preguntémonos: Vivo con la mirada puesta en el
cielo? 6Estoy compartiendo el Evangelio con mis palabras y acciones? 6Confio en que Jestis esta
realmente conmigo, incluso cuando me siento solo? No nos queclemos guietos, mirando al cielo.

Caminemos con proposito, sabiendo gue Cristo reina en 8loria—g sigue caminando con nosotros.

Ven Espiritu Santo. Danos el valor para llevar adelante la misién en la vida cotidiana. Esta vivencia de
fe se expresa claramente en nuestra parroquia: en todas las celebraciones, en los 8rupos de oracién, en
cada recepcion de los sacramentos, en cada actividad y accion. Todo esté orientado a proclamar a Jests:

su encarnacion, vicla, muerte, resurreccion y ascension. Y ahora, solo esperamos su venida en gloria.

Nuestra préxima gran celebracion sera Pentecostés, el proximo domingo, con las Confirmaciones de
adultos. Y el sabado siguiente celebraremos las Confirmaciones de nuestros jovenes. Estas son
